The Regulation: (The purpose for the amendment(s)): Update minimum standards pertaining to school 
health programs in this state in accordance with prevailing standards for school health programs.  Several 
of the updates are in response to specific legislative mandates 

Expected Small Business Impact: Minimal (if any).  The majority of the entities covered by these 
regulations are operated by cities/towns or as private not-for-profit.  It is unknown how many K-12 
educational facilities are operated on a for-profit basis. 

Regulatory Flexibility Analysis: 
(1) The establishment of less stringent compliance or reporting requirements for small businesses: The majority 

of these regulations pertain to school health programs mandated for K-12 educational facilities. Many of 
these regulations come from specific statutory mandates..  Because the standards are primarily health and 
safety based, alternate standards/requirements would not be appropriate.
