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An important goal of the Rhode Island Training School Education Program is to maintain a
Career/Technical Education curriculum to support the vocational needs of the students at the facility.

In almost all cases, the average length of stay at the RITS normally does not correspond to the length of
time required for completion of career/technical programs that produce licenses and/or certification.
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Education: Career/Technical Component

Procedure from Policy 1200.1727: Education: Career/Technical Component

A. The Education Program of the Rhode Island Training School provides students with a variety of
opportunities for career and technical education. Given that the average length of stay for residents
does not correspond to the length of vocational or technical career certifications, the primary goals of
the career educational program are reflected in the policy statement.

B. Students can receive school credit for completion from career/technical curricula that includes (but is
not limited to) the following areas:

Computer Technology
Carpentry

Culinary Arts

Small Engines
Creative Arts
Barbering
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C. Qualified students may also earn college credits (one 3-credit course per term) through an on-
grounds Community College of Rhode Island Program.

D. Additionally, students may participate in a life skills program.
