Governor Donald L. Carcieri presided over the meeting.

1. Call to Order
Governor Carcieri called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.

2. The Governor explained the rationale for consolidating the council into the Rhode
Island Economic Development Corporation, and advised the council that the
meeting would entail an open discussion on where to jump start economic policy
priorities.

3. The Governor opened the general discussion with his goal for aligning all
economic groups, such as the council and chambers of commerce, around one
economic development strategy.

4. The Governor stated he would elicit advice from the council on how to grow the
state’s economic base and encouraged members to actively participate with the
Rhode Island Economic Development Corporation in forming ideas and
implementing plans in order to achieve this goal.

5. The Governor stated that the infrastructure needs for the state are large and that a
financing structure is required.

6. The Governor stated that many positive strides had been made including tax
reform and of over 6 billion dollars of investment in the state.

Prior to adjournment, the Governor requested that the Council meet more frequently than
every quarter and suggested every 8 weeks.

There being no further business in Public Session, the meeting was adjourned.
