Among the topics were extending current contracts, start discussions with relevant 
stakeholders to develop an effective diversion program including an assessment, 
discussion with National Grid about household arrearages, identify those families on the 
waitlist that need assessment and case management, build housing location capacity in 
agencies through training and establish two housing navigator positions.
