MINUTES OF MEETING (Open Session)

January 8, 2007

The Rhode Island State Board of Elections convened at 4:05 pm, a

quorum included Acting Chairman Iannitti, Commissioners Florence

Gormley, John Daluz and Frank Rego.  Executive Director Robert

Kando was also in attendance.

First order of business: Commissioner Gormley moved to approve

the minutes of the meetings dated 9/6/06, 11/7/06, 11/29/06 and

12/11/06 and seconded by Commissioner Daluz.  The motion passed

unanimously.

Next order of business:  Board of Elections’ calendar-2007 meeting

schedule Commissioner Gormley motioned to approve the amended

schedule (see attached).  The motion was seconded by

Commissioner Daluz and passed unanimously. 

Next order of business:  Board of Elections revised FY ’07 budget and

proposed budget of FY ’08.   Executive Director Robert Kando

presented the proposed budgets and provided an explanation for the

supplemental increase for Fiscal ’07.  Mr. Kando and members of the

board then addressed and discussed the FY ’08 budget. 

Commissioner Gormley’s motion to approve the budget proposals

was seconded by Commissioner Daluz. The motion was passed



unanimously.

Next order of business:  Legislation proposed by the Campaign

Finance and Elections divisions.  Richard Thornton, Campaign

Finance Director submitted proposed legislation amendments to

R.I.G.L. 17-25.  Robert Rapoza, Director of Elections submitted

proposed amendments to R.I.G.L. 17-9. The board made several

suggestions and unanimously agreed to authorize submission of the

legislative package with the proposed changes subject to the review

of the board’s legal counsel.

At 4:55 pm Commissioner Gormley motioned to adjourn into

Executive Session in accordance with R.I. General Laws §

42-45-5(a)(4) and R.I. General Laws §42-46-5(a)(2) to discuss a

personnel matter. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Daluz

and unanimously passed. The Board adjourned into Executive

Session.

At the return of the executive session, a motion to seal the minutes of

the executive session by Commissioner Gormley was seconded by

Commissioner Rego and passed unanimously.
