apprenticeship agreements. In the meeting on 2-5-2015 Mr. Hill was
asked if the apprentices had performed any electrical work in Rhode
Island from 9-1-2014 to 2-5-2015. Mr. Hill admitted that they had at
Tanglewood Apt. 1565 Douglas Ave., North Providence, Rhode Island

and other locations in Rhode Island.

The Board previously took a position on “apparatus” that was sent to
the Director and requested a notice be sent to all electrical and
building inspectors in the state of that position. Keith Burlingame

inquired of the status of the letter. Legal Counsel will research.
