Blackburn, to authorize the Providence Fire Marshal's office to issue
a temporary certificate of occupancy for this facility in order that the
Applicant may occupy areas of this building while construction is
being completed, contingent with the AHJ’'s approval. The motion

was unanimous.

Appeal #060157: Mr. Stephen Maiorisi, for the property located at
170-180 Hope Street, Providence. ADSFM Richard Vespia appeared
for the Providence Fire Marshal's office. Commissioners Blackburn
and Burlingame recused themselves from consideration of this case.
Vice Chairman Coutu made a motion, seconded by Commissioner
Filippi, to approve the Applicant’'s request for relief from the
provisions of 13.8.10.5.10 as it applies to he computer room. The

motion was unanimous.

Under old business, Vice Chairman Coutu made a motion, seconded
by Commissioner Burlingame, to allow the temporary use of two
elevators at the Kent County Court House for vertical transportation
