New Business:  Commissioner Newbrook made a motion, seconded

by Commissioner Blackburn, to approve Blanket Variance 07-01,

dealing with the placement of hand sanitizers in schools.  The motion

was unanimous.

APPEAL # 060640B:  Mr. Esselton McNulty, for the property located at

20 Summer Street, Pawtucket.  DSFM Lally appeared for the State Fire

Marshal's office.  Commissioner Newbrook recused himself from

consideration of this case.  Vice Chairman Burlingame made a

motion, seconded by Commissioner Richard, to grant the following

relief.  The Board grants a variance to allow the third floor to be used

for child care, and to allow the horn/strobes in the gymnasium to

remain at their current height.  The Board allowed smoke detection or

heat tape in lieu of sprinklers in the pool pipe tunnel and determined

that the closet that runs under the stairs remain sealed.  The motion

was unanimous.
