APPEAL # 070142:  Mr. Craig Sculos and Irene Slovena, for the

property located at 100 Twin River Road, Lincoln.  Chief Frank

Sylvester and ADSFM Tucker appeared for the Limerock Fire District. 

Vice Chairman Burlingame made a motion, seconded by

Commissioner Newbrook to approve the Applicant’s plan of action for

the new assembly facility.  The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #060942B:  Mr. Robert Rice, for the property located at 93-95

Clemence Street, Providence.  ADSFM Richard Fournier and ADSFM

Richard Silva appeared for the Providence Fire Marshal's office. 

Commissioner Richard made a motion, seconded by Commissioner

Preiss, to approve the Applicant’s “Plan C” as presented to the

Providence Fire Marshal, or any other plan which reduces the

occupancy below that which is required for a nightclub, as long as it

is approved by the Providence Fire Marshal's office.  The motion also

included the provisions that this file be closed.  The motion was

unanimous.

(Buildings 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5)   Commissioner Newbrook made

a motion, seconded by Commissioners O’Connell and Richard, to

grant the Applicant a time variance of thirty (30) days to present their

plans to the AHJ, thirty (30) days from that date for the plans to be

approved, and 120 days from the second 30 days for all the

deficiencies in this facility to be corrected.  The AHJ is granted the

authority to extend that time for good faith shown.  The motion was

unanimous.

The Applicant

is granted a variance from the provisions of sections 7.2.2.2.4.3 and

7.2.2.2.1 on the basis of structural hardship.  The Applicant is granted

a time variance of thirty (30) days from the hearing date in order to

correct deficiencies 5, 9, 10 and 11, and the balance of the

deficiencies must be corrected within ninety (90) days.  The motion

was unanimous.
