
The Rhode Island Fire Safety Code Board of Appeal & Review met in

Conference Room 109 located at 260 West Exchange Street,

Providence RI on Tuesday, April 10, 2007 at 1:00 P.M.  Present were

Chairman Coutu and Commissioners Newbrook, Blackburn, Preiss,

Filippi, Richard and O’Connell.  Also present were Executive Director

Thomas Coffey and Assistant Administrative Officer Carol Marsella. 

The following cases were heard.

APPEAL # 060764, 060765, 060766, 060767, 060768, 060769, 060770,

060771:  Forest Property Management, Tracy Scott, Manager, for the

Parkview Apartments located on Parkview Drive in Pawtucket. 

ADSFM Leonard Vine appeared for the Pawtucket Fire Marshal's

office.  Commissioner Blackburn made a motion, seconded by

Commissioner Newbrook, to approve the Applicant’s plan of action

for the corrections of the deficiencies noted in the Pawtucket Fire

Marshal's July 18, 2006 inspection report.  The Applicant is granted

24 months from the hearing date in which to have a compliant fire

alarm installed in this complex, and the Applicant is granted 120 days

to correct all other deficiencies in the above report.  The motion was

unanimous.

APPEAL #050157:  Ms. Diana Shaw, for the property located at 80

Morgan Avenue, Johnston.  Chief of Inspections William Howe

appeared for the State Fire Marshal's office.  Commissioner

Newbrook made a motion, seconded by Commissioners Blackburn

and Richard, to grants the Applicant’s requested variance from the



provisions of section 7.1.5.1.1.  The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #050213:  Ms. Denise Costanza, for the property located at

3101 East Main Road, Portsmouth.  Chief Jeffrey Lynch appeared for

the Portsmouth Fire Marshal's office.  Commissioner Newbrook made

a motion, seconded by Commissioner Richard, to grant the following

relief.  The Applicant testified that she will install a master box in this

facility in lieu of treating the cited wood.  Accordingly, the Applicant

is granted 120 days in which to have the master box installed.  The

Applicant has further testified that domestic sprinkler heads will be

installed in the three cited furnace rooms, and the Applicant is

granted a time variance of 120 days in which to have those sprinkler

heads installed.  The Board granted a variance to allow Chief Lynch

to approve a plan of action, at his discretion and to his satisfaction,

for the means of egress from the fourth and fifth levels of this facility. 

The Applicant is granted a time variance of 120 days in which to have

emergency lighting and compliant exit signs installed in this facility. 

Finally, the Board granted Chief Lynch the ability to extend the above

timelines for good faith shown.  The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #070121:  Mr. Paul Mullen, for the property located at 224

Benefit Street in Providence (RISD Museum).  Lt. Richard Silva

appeared for the Providence Fire Marshal's office.  Commissioner

Blackburn recused himself from consideration of this case. 

Commissioner Newbrook made a motion, seconded by

Commissioners Preiss and Filippi to grant the Applicant’s request to



allow for the partial protection of the existing RISD Museum by an

automatic sprinkler system to be provided in separate phases as part

of the proposed renovation project to be completed by 2010.  The

Applicant has testified that the building shall be fully sprinklered at

such time as the entire renovation project is completed.  Further, the

Applicant is granted a variance for the plan of action for the existing

egress stair serving the renovated space.  The motion was

unanimous.

APPEAL #010299A:  Mr. Robert Stillings, for the property located at

290 Westminster Street, Providence.  Commissioner Preiss recused

himself from consideration of this case.  Lt. Richard Silva appeared

for the Providence Fire Marshal's office.  Commissioner Blackburn

made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Newbrook, to approve

the Applicant’s request to reinstate the variances previously granted

in decision #010299.  Further, the Applicant is directed to make any

improvements and/or corrections to this facility as directed by the

Providence Fire Marshal, at his direction and to his satisfaction.  The

motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #070144:  Director Kari Lang, for the Cranston Street

Armory, in Providence.  State Fire Marshal George Farrell appeared

for the State Fire Marshal's office.  Commissioner Newbrook made a

motion, seconded by Commissioner Filippi, to approve a one-time

change of use for the May 11, 2007 fund-raiser in the drill hall of the

Armory.  A member of the State Fire Marshal's office will be present at



the event, and the Applicant will comply with any additional

requirements of the State Fire Marshal for this event.  The motion was

unanimous.

APPEAL #050157:  Commodore Craig Forbes, for the property located

at 1 Ocean Avenue, Cranston.  ADSFM Timothy Hawthorne appeared

for the Cranston Fire Marshal's office.  A motion was made by

Commissioner O’Connell and seconded by Commissioner Preiss to

grant the Applicant’s request for a variance from the provisions of

sections 13.3.3.4, 13.3.3.3 and 13.7.3.1.  The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #060894B:  Narragansett Pellet Corp., for the property

located at 275 Ferris Avenue, East Providence.  ADSFM David Rave

and ADSFM Robert Powers appeared for the East Providence Fire

Marshal's office.  Commissioners Newbrook and Blackburn recused

themselves from consideration of this case.  Commissioner Filippi

made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Richard, to approve the

subcommittee’s recommendations from the April 3, 2007 hearing. 

The motion carried.
