APPEAL # 070198: Mr. Pierre Francois, for the property located at
1220 Broad Street, Central Falls. ADSFM Gerard Dion appeared for
the Central Falls Fire Marshal's office. Commissioner Blackburn
made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Jasparro, to allow the
Applicant to maintain the cited second exit from the second floor
provided that the Applicant installs an escape ladder from that
second floor window, at the direction and to the satisfaction of the

Central Falls Fire Marshal's office. The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #070238: City of Central Falls, for the property located at
1420 Broad Street, Central Falls. DSFM Cionfolo appeared for the
State Fire Marshal's office. Commissioner Blackburn made a motion,
seconded by Commissioner Richard, to approve the plan of action as
reviewed by and approved by the State Fire Marshal's office and the
Central Falls Fire Department, to include the installation of smoke
and/or heat and smoke detection, installed at the direction, to the

APPEAL #050259, 050255, 050256, 050260, 050268 and 050257: The



Cumberland School Department, for the Cumberland Public Schools.
Chief John Walsh, Lt. Claude LaFlamme and Chief Jim Conway
appeared on behalf of their fire districts. Commissioner Filippi
chaired this appeal in the absence of Acting Chairman Preiss. It was
determined that the hearing on this matter would be held over until

June 26, 2007 at which time further testimony would be taken.
