APPEAL #080075: ADSFM Francis Dunton appeared for the
Woonsocket Fire Marshal's office for the property located at 242-246
Burnside Avenue in Woonsocket. The Applicant failed to appear.
Vice Chairman Newbrook made a motion, seconded by
Commissioners Dias and Filippi, to close this file. The motion was

unanimous.

APPEAL #050739: Mr. Nicholas Chrisochoidis (by letter), for the
property located at 1848 Main Road in Tiverton. ADSFM Thomas
Mello appeared for the Tiverton Fire Marshal's office. The Fire
Marshal testified that most of the corrections have been made, and
that the Applicant is working with the Fire Marshal's office towards
full compliance.

system in Building #2. The motion was unanimous.
