Commissioner Blackburn recused himself from consideration of this
case. Chief of Inspections Scott Caron, Chief of Plans Review Wade
Palazini and Deputy State Fire Marshal Kaitlyn Foley appeared for the
State Fire Marshal’s Office. Commissioner Sylvester made a motion,
seconded by Commissioner Walker, to approve the Applicant’s plan

of action for the above named facilities. The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #110202: Mr. Eugene Arganese, for the property located at
149 Atlantic Avenue in Westerly. Deputy State Fire Marshals Cynthia
Dehler and Kaitlyn Foley appeared for the State Fire Marshal’s Office.
Commissioner Sylvester made a motion, seconded by Commissioner
Jackson, to approve the proposed special amusement at the above
location, for the dates and times outlined at the hearing, with the
provisions stipulated by the State and Misquamicut Fire Marshals’
offices. The motion passed over the opposition vote of

Commissioner Burlingame.

APPEAL #090381. Mr. Saliba M. Saliba, for the property located at
2951 Hartford Avenue in Johnston. Assistant Deputy State Fire
Marshals Moore and Matarese appeared for the Johnston Fire

Marshal’'s Office. Commissioner Burlingame made a motion,



seconded by Commissioners Jackson and Jasparro, to grant the
Applicant a time variance of thirty (30) days in which to submit plans
to the Johnston Fire Marshal's Office for the correction of the
outstanding deficiencies in that facility, and an additional 120 days in
which to implement that plan. The Johnston Fire Marshal’s Office has
the authority to extend the above deadlines for good faith efforts

being shown by the Applicant. The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #110203: Mr. John Giogianni, for the property located at 344
Broadway, Newport. ADSFM Kevin Garcia appeared for the Newport
Fire Marshal’'s Office. Commissioner Dias made a motion, seconded
by Commissioner Burlingame, to grant the Applicant the following
relief. The Applicant is directed to install code compliant fire
extinguishers within fifteen (15) days. The Applicant is granted a time
variance of thirty (30) days in which to submit plans to the Newport
Fire Marshals’ Office for the correction of all other outstanding
deficiencies within this facility, and an additional 150 days in which to
implement that plan. The Newport Fire Marshal’s Office is granted the
authority to extend the above deadlines for good faith efforts being

shown by the Applicant. The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #100319A: Mr. James R. Jahnz, for the property located at
239 Public Street in Providence. Assistant Deputy State Fire
Marshals Richard Vespia and Timothy Lutz appeared for the
Providence Fire Marshal’s Office. Commissioner Sylvester made a

motion, seconded by Commissioner Jasparro, to extend by one year



the previously granted variance for this emergency shelter, until April
of 2012, to allow for up to 35 persons. Prior to re-opening this
emergency shelter in October of 2012, the Applicant is directed to
bring the fire alarm of this facility into compliance with the fire alarm

provisions of the code. The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #110199: Mr. Patrick Brannon, for the property located at
110 Graham Drive in Slatersville (Building 1). Assistant Deputy State
Fire Marshal Brian Gartland appeared for the North Smithfield Fire
Marshal’s Office. Commissioner Blackburn made a motion, seconded
by Commissioner Burlingame, to grant the Applicant a time variance,
until August 1, 2012, in which to replace the cited sprinkler heads.

The motion was unanimous.

APPEAL #110200: Mr. Patrick Brannon, for the property located at
110 Graham Drive in Slatersville (Building 2). Assistant Deputy State
Fire Marshal Brian Gartland appeared for the North Smithfield Fire
Marshal’s Office. Marshal Gartland testified that Building 2 has been
brought into compliance. Commissioner Walker made a motion,
seconded by Commissioner Dias, to close this file. The motion was

unanimous.

APPEAL #040373A: Mr. Peter J. Casale, for the property located at
500 Angell Street in Providence. ADSFM Joseph Michalczyk
appeared for the Providence Fire Marshal's Office. Commissioner

Sylvester made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Walker, to



reinstate the previously granted variance and directed the Applicant
to submit the requested hydraulic calculations to the Providence Fire
Marshal’s Office within thirty (30) days. The Applicant is granted an
additional 120 days in which to do the required work, and the
Providence Fire Marshal’s Office is granted the authority to extend
the above deadlines for good faith efforts being shown by the
Applicant. The motion passed with Commissioner Burlingame
opposing and Commissioner Blackburn abstaining. This file is to

remain open until the issuance of the final CO.

APPEAL #110201. Mr. Peter Casale, for the property located at 150
Washington Street in Providence. Assistant Deputy State Fire
Marshals Vespia and Lutz appeared for the Providence Fire Marshal’s
Office. Commissioner Jasparro made a motion, seconded by
Commissioner Sylvester, to grant the Applicant a time variance until
September 1, 2012, in which to provide sprinklers in this facility. The
Applicant is further granted a variance, based on structural hardship
and in light of the installation of sprinklers, for the minimum corridor
width violations. The Providence Fire Marshal’'s Office is granted the
authority to extend the above deadline for good faith efforts being

demonstrated by the Applicant. The motion was unanimous.
