1. Call to Order, Approval of Minutes, Conflict of Interest Forms and Extension for the Minutes
Availability

2. General Order of Business

Mr. Madden and Mr. Gernt recused from the review of the change order request of South County
Hospital.



The next item on the agenda was the Change Order Request of South County Hospital [South
County Hospital Healthcare System] to the 26 July 2006 approval of the Certificate of Need to
construct a 10-bed Orthopedic/Airborne Infection Isolation unit and relocate and renovate the
ICU.

The applicant stated that the deferment of the originally approved ICU proposal was a result of
hospital finances. The applicant noted that there has been a decline in the use reduction of 3% of
inpatient use over the course of 4 years in Rhode Island. The applicant stated that patient care is
consolidated on the two of the three floors in the Frost building. The proposal would utilize the
third floor in the Frost building for the ICU. The proposal would be in compliance with AIA
Guidelines. The applicant discussed its achievements with regards to the ICU collaborative and
its quality outcomes. The applicant was questioned on financing and future uses of the space to
be vacated.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:05 PM.
