President Matteson introduced Dr James McDonald from the BMLD to

the BON members with an update on PMP program. Dr James

McDonald explained that the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program

began September 2012. Dr McDonald asked the BON for feedback on

the current requirement of the DEA application to be notarized.

Michelle Cahill made a motion to accept and Linda Twardowski

seconded it. The BON unanimously passed the requirement for

notarization to be dropped. 

President Matteson introduced Steve Detoy of RISNA. Mr. Detoy



shared with the BON members legislation that will be presented in

this session.

4. A Medical Adherence Bill- It electronically prescribes a drug.

Linda McDonald  RN of UNAP spoke of her concern related to the

administration of PROPOFOL by the RN administering it in hospital

(ICU & ER) and asked for clarification of the statement that appeared

in the January issue of Nursing Health Connections.  Another

concern of hers was the FDA label and the continued monitoring of

intubated pts.  The Director of BON reiterated the scope of practice is

dependent on the setting.
