Board members reviewed amended language that would allow
pharmacy call centers (non-dispensing pharmacies) to remain
unlicensed entities, but those pharmacists providing pharmaceutical
care to RI patients or pharmacist providing services from RI to
out-of-state patients require RI licensure. Board voted unanimously

to support proposed regulations.

E-Prescribing Committee Report: Cathy Cordy and Kathy Kettle
attended meeting. Discussion involved electronic standards. Goal is

100% compliance.

Womens’ Health Initiative/Report: Kathy Kettle attended meeting.
Issue was Plan B. Systems should be in place for patients to get
prescriptions. Next meeting will be held January 7, 2009 at 3:30 at the
Rhode Island Department of Health.

RWMC-Proposal for Services at Elmhurst Extended Care: RWMC
requested review of plan to provide pharmaceutical services to
Elmhurst Extended Care. Hospital will provide services through
contractual arrangement; nursing facility is currently owned by
Hospital. Current regulations provide for contractual arrangement of

this type.
Waiver Extension Request/RIH/Sterile compounding: Board voted to

grant a 12 month waiver. Request appearance July 2009 for progress

reports.
