Board noted that only venue in which medication can be
directly dispensed is Title X Family planning programs. Under the
“unknown patient” provision, patients will be responsible for
payment. Board requested representation from the Office of Disease

Control to discuss pharmacy concerns at the next meeting.

CCRI/MrxI- Technician Training Program-Review: Overview of
certified technician training program at CCRI. Plan is to meet with

directors of these programs to discuss concerns at next meeting.

E-Prescribing Subcommittee Report: Every pharmacy but one is set
up for e-prescribing. Physicians are offered incentives. Rhode Island
rules and regulations were used as models for other states. No

current technology standards are in place.
