A meeting of the State Properties Committee was convened on Tuesday, May 24, 2016 at

Thereupon, on motion made by Ms. Main and seconded by Ms. Urso, the Committee 

voted unanimously to approve the open session and executive session minutes, and seal 

the executive session minutes, as presented at the State Properties Committee meeting 

which had been held on Tuesday, May 10, 2016.   

 

The Committee considered and took action on the items listed on the posted agenda as 

follows: 
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New Business: 

 

ITEM A – Department of Transportation – A request for the conceptual approval to 

auction approximately 19,744 square feet of land located on the southerly side of Ives 

Road in the City of Warwick. 

 

Discussion took place for this item with testimony provided by Robert Jackson from the 

Department of Transportation.  On motion made by Ms. Main and seconded by Ms. 

Pemmerl, the Committee voted unanimously to conceptually approve the request to 

auction. 

 

ITEM B – Department of Transportation – A request for the conceptual approval to 

auction approximately 1.40 acres of land located on the northwesterly side of School 

Street in the Town of North Kingstown. 

 

Discussion took place for this item with testimony provided by Robert Jackson from the 

Department of Transportation.  On motion made by Ms. Main and seconded by  

Ms. Urso, the Committee voted unanimously to conceptually approve the request to 

auction. 

 

ITEM C – Department of Transportation – A request for the approval and execution 

of a Temporary and Perpetual Easements Agreement between the Department of 

Transportation and the City of Woonsocket to install and house a master meter/control 

water valve station on the southeast side of the southbound ramp exiting Highland 

Corporate Drive, located on the northeast side of Mendon Road in Woonsocket. 

 

Discussion took place for this item with testimony provided by Christine Brien from the 

Department of Transportation.  On motion made by Ms. Urso and seconded by Ms. 

Pemmerl, the Committee voted unanimously to conceptually approve the Temporary and 

Perpetual Easements Agreement subject to the Committee’s receipt of the proper 

Certificate of Insurance with proper dates. 

 

ITEM D – Department of Environmental Management – A request for the approval 

and execution of a Recreation Easement between the Department of Environmental 

Management and the Town of Burrillville over 0.43 acres of land located on South Main 

Street in Burrillville, known as Granite Mill Park. 

 

Discussion took place for this item with testimony provided by Michelle Sheehan from 

the Department of Environmental Management.  On motion made by Ms. Main and 

seconded by Ms. Urso, the Committee voted unanimously to approve the Recreation 

Easement. 

 

ITEM E – Department of Environmental Management – A request for the approval 

and execution of a Conservation Easement between the Department of Environmental 

Management and the Town of Lincoln over 47.6 acres of land located in Lincoln, known 

as the Jergensen property. 
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Discussion took place for this item with testimony provided by Michelle Sheehan from 

the Department of Environmental Management.  On motion made by Ms. Pemmerl and 

seconded by Ms. Urso, the Committee voted unanimously to approve the Conservation 

Easement. 

 

ITEM F – University of Rhode Island – A request for the approval and execution of a 

Lease Agreement between the University of Rhode Island and Schneider Electric IT 

USA, Inc. for the lease of space located at 132 Fairgrounds Road in West Kingston to 

accommodate the College of Engineering during the development of the new College of 

Engineering building. 

 

Discussion took place for this item with testimony provided by J. Vern Wyman and Louis 

Saccoccio from the University of Rhode Island.  On motion made by Ms. Urso and 

seconded by Ms. Pemmerl, the Committee voted unanimously to approve Lease 

Agreement.  Ms. Main recused.
