After
discussion and deliberation, it was determined that these services do
not rise to the threshold for licensure in that no clinical services are

provided.

In response to a licensee inquiring about approval for a specific



educational program as appropriate continuing education for
renewal, HEALTH staff will respond and refer the licensee to the

appropriate section of the regulations.

On motion of Dr. Oppenheimer, seconded by Dr. Rollins, it was
unanimously voted to adjourn to Executive Session pursuant to
sections 42-46-4 and 42-46-5(1) of the Rhode Island Generals Laws,
as Amended, in that confidential issues of fitness for licensure and
investigative cases will be discussed.
