Brenda also elaborated on the two attorneys who submitted

accreditation application forms; both Peter Rotelli and Nicole

Shannon were credited for all the required 24 hours of continuing

education.

There was a lengthy discussion on Regulation 30 “Continuing

Education”.  The Commission inquired as to why the Department

extended the continuing education on two occasions.  Ellen

mentioned the majority of the attorneys were not aware of the new

regulations whereas; all RI attorneys are required to do the required

24 hours of continuing education. A few attorneys met with the

Department to get an extension and all licensees were granted the

extension.  

OLD BUSINESS:

John Silvia asked Ellen Balasco if she thought the changes in the

statutes and regulations the Commission made will be introduced in

time for the next legislative session.  She assured the commission

that the statute is being revised, and meetings are scheduled to

review in the proposed changes within the Department. Once a final

draft is reached, we will begin the procedure to have it introduced in

the next session.



NEW BUSINESS:

There was a lengthy discussion on a topic Brenda Marchwicki

brought up to the Commission.  She mentioned there is a law in the

Commonwealth of Massachusetts, that a shredding company must be

used to dispose real estate contracts/records once they become null

and void. She mentioned Rhode Island should have a similar law to

protect personal information being exposed to the public by putting

important documents in a dumpster.  She also mentioned she would

like to introduce Christopher Sheehey to the Commission.  He’s an

owner of a shredding company who would be willing to offer reduced

fee services for professionals who engage his company for regular

shredding services.  Brenda Marchwicki made an amendment to the

above paragraph stating the shredding company owned by

Christopher Sheehey was to be introduced to all the boards and

possibly the Commission members in the future stating that his

organization is available for the Real Estate Industry if needed.

Chairperson Iannuccilli asked whether the Commission should

initiate a dialogue about the most prevalent subject matter of

complaints being received by the Department, such as escrow issues,

for example.  This issue will be put on December’s commission

meeting agenda.

Chairperson asked for a motion to adjourn.  Seconded by Raymond

Harris.  All were in favor.
