Ms. Cwiek discussed the possible appointment of a study commission in 2014
to explore alternatives to the current methodology. The suggestion was well
received by all members of commission. Mr. Robert suggested the topic
warranted further discussion at a future meeting. The commission agreed
unanimously to schedule a meeting at a later date to further investigate
alternatives.
