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At this time, Dr. DiMeo presented board members with copies of

correspondence from Jessica DiNapoli regarding animal

physiotherapy and rehabilitation services she is proposing to offer in

the near future at J.D Animal Therapy, 4263 Tower Hill Road,

Wakefield, RI.  After review and discussion, it was determined that

such services may only be performed in a veterinary office.  The

Administrator will advise Ms. DiNapoli that she cannot provide

services as an independent practice.   

Upon motion of Dr. DiMeo, seconded by Dr. Povar, the Board voted to



seal the Minutes of the closed executive session of 26 April 2006.

Dr. DiMeo reported that he had attended the AVMA Conference where

the PAVE examination was discussed and it was determined that

PAVE was comparable to the ECFVG.  After discussion, the Board

agreed that PAVE should be accepted as a pathway to licensure in

addition to the ECFVG.  The Administrator advised that it would

require a statutory change before PAVE could be accepted.  Mrs.

Giuliano will draft legislation to be submitted to the next legislative

session.

Dr. DiMeo also reported that a number of foreign veterinary schools

have applied for accreditation from the AVMA.
