Mrs. Broadfield told the Board that the biggest change is that no
documents are mailed and will now only be e-mailed. There is now a

license look-up available to the public with live data.

E. National Council of Architectural Registration Boards (NCARB)
Information and Updates)-(Review/Take Action)

(1) All communications for the month were reviewed and so noted.

(2) Member Grosvenor heard a complaint from an exam candidate
who did not pass one of the vignettes. Member Grosvenor explained
to the exam candidate that if the exam candidate did not pass the
vignette that it would be unlikely for the exam candidate to pass the
section. Member Grosvenor encouraged the exam candidate to take
the exam before it changes. Some of the vignettes are very difficult
to grade, and as a result involve human review. In the future, the
exam is expected to have complex “drop and drags,” which is
different than developing a scheme from a blank sheet of paper. In
the future, the schools and the NCARB Intern Development Program
(IDP) will be responsible for monitoring these skills. With reference
to the exam candidate, there is no action for the Board. (3)The Board
will put a link to NCARB’s website that will direct exam candidates to
the Architectural Registration Examination 4.0 (ARE 4.0) Blackout

information.
