Barrington gave an up-date on the status 
of the roof project. Mentioned also the beginning of discussion with John Fuller, the owner of Red Wolf 
Broadcasting with a tower at Exeter Ski Valley.  Fuller is graciously allowing the Kingston Fire District 
(KFD) and Union Fire District (UFD) to put a receiver on the tower for the 400’s, at no charge.  The receiver 
cost and up-keep will be shared jointly between KFD and UFD.  We are still preparing the proper legal 
documentation and insurance for the same.  Barrington also gave an up-date of the proposed development 
located on Old North Road.

Mendillo 
presented information she had gathered on Opal Software, which is used, by many fire districts and towns.  
She spoke with a representative from Opal Software that said that economically it would only be feasible if 
the Union Fire District also converted to Opal.  Further discussion was held and it was requested that 
Mendillo and Hall talk with the Town of South Kingstown about possible using their program and getting 
copy on a disk so it can be reviewed to see if it will work for the Fire District.
