Discussion:  Walter J. Kane, Town Solicitor, explained that when the

Town approves subdivisions that are developed as condominium

ownership, the Town may allow greater density but require that the

road and a certain amount of open space be maintained by the

condominium association.  In these cases, he said, the association is

responsible for plowing and maintaining the roads and the recorded

plans generally indicate these requirements.  Mr. Kane said that in his



experience the Town Council has never granted a request to accept

these roads.

Councilor William A. Andrews said that he had brought the matter of

Pinewood Lane before the Town Council in the past because the road

had not been maintained and is nearly impassable. He discussed a

new construction project in the area and raised the question of

whether the Pinewood Lane homeowners could turn over a piece of

property to the developer in exchange for the developer grading and

filling the road.  Once the road has been finished to Town standards,

then perhaps the Town Council could consider accepting the road, he

suggested.

Michael C. Wood, Town Manager, said there would be complications

in accepting Pinewood Lane.  He discussed the program of accepting

into the system old roads that have been maintained by the Town. 

Mr. Wood also discussed the RIGL 24-2-8.4 which provides a

procedure for the Town to upgrade highways, for which the property

owners would pay over a period of time.  Mr. Wood said that a

developer had contacted him relative to performing work on the road

in exchange for land from the property owners.  Mr. Wood pointed out

that such an agreement would not fall within his authority but that the

property owners might pursue this proposal.

Walter J. Kane, Town Solicitor, reviewed the process of an agreement

between private parties but pointed out that such an agreement might



not be possible if the recorded plan required that the property remain

in open space.  Mr. Wood pointed out that the Town would not

maintain the road based on a private agreement between property

owners and a private developer.

Michael C. Wood, Town Manager, said that the Town has performed

minor maintenance to make the road passable, would continue to do

so as necessary, but that this work has been insufficient to qualify

the Town to acquire the road.

Michael Bouchard of Pinewood Lane explained that the homeowners

were requesting that the Town improve and accept the road and

exempt the homeowners from paying for the work in exchange for

donating 13 acres of land to the Town for open space.  Mr. Bouchard

pointed out that the Town Council’s goals & objectives include the

acquisition of land for open space.  Walter J. Kane, Town Solicitor,

reviewed the provision that those 13 acres remain in open space for

the use of the residents of the area and suggested that the Town

would gain nothing from accepting the land.  The matter was

discussed.

Councilor Margaret L. Dudley asked about the cost of improving the

road.  Michael C. Wood, Town Manager, reviewed two options:

improving the road to Town standards and improving the road to a

lesser degree that might better suit the neighborhood.  Councilor

Dudley cautioned against accepting private roads that are part of



condominium ownership and asked for a report of the costs for each

option mentioned by the Manager.

VOTED to send to the Manager and bring it back to the Town Council

when the information is ready.
