Repeal: Old Hillside Drive, north and then easterly direction at all

times from the period commencing 12:00 a.m. of May 1 of each year



until 12:00 p.m. of September 1 of each year, from intersection of

Black Hut Road to intersection of Spring Lake Road

826-3. Speed limits. is hereby amended as follows:

Add: Old Hillside Drive entire length 10 miles per hour

Whitney Lane entire length 15 miles per hour

Chapter 26, Traffic and Vehicles, Article Il Parking, Stopping and

Standing is hereby amended as follows:

8§26-32. No parking schedule of streets, is hereby amended as

follows:

Add: Conley Lane, west side, located in the Village of Harrisville, from

Chapel Street to Callahan School Street

826-35. Stop signs is hereby amended as follows:

Add: (b)(11) The southeast corner of Black Hut Road at the
intersection of Spring Lake Road

(b)(12) Grove Lane at the intersection of Centennial Street

(b)(13) The intersection of Mapleville Main Street and Sand Hill Road
