Councilor Kevin M. Blais read an April 16, 2007 memo from Michael C.

Wood, Town Manager, in which Mr. Wood: said that he had

determined that Councilor Blais had not inspected town vehicles;

provided reports on two trucks; offered to schedule an inspection of

the vehicles by the Town Council; and discussed decision-making,

funding and condition of trucks.  Councilor Blais discussed his

knowledge with the vehicles both at the public works facility and

around town and reviewed his qualifications as an inspector. 

Councilor Blais remarked that the reported condition of the two

trucks should have prevented their passing state inspection and

suggested the matter be explored.  Councilor Blais voiced concern

for the safety of employees and the public.

Michael C. Wood, Town Manager, indicated that the vehicles would

not be allowed on the road if the administration did not believe they

were safe to operate.  Mr. Wood said that, based on his discussions

with the Department of Public Works’ staff, the two trucks under

discussion would appear to be adequate until they could be replaced.

 Mr. Wood said that he would inform the Town Council if the situation

changes.

1.	The Town Council of the Town of Burrillville in addition to any

authority granted by the General Laws shall have the authority by

ordinance to grant tax credits for the maintenance and rehabilitation

of structures having historical significance within Voluntary Historic

Districts or structures not within the Districts that are determined by

the Burrillville Historic District Commission to have historical value to

the Town.

2.	The Town Council of the Town of Burrillville shall establish by



ordinance a system of tax credits to be applied to the tax levy on a

historic structure whose maintenance or rehabilitation has been done

in accordance with the Historic District Commission’s adopted

standards.
