WHEREAS, the Burrillville Town Council finds that the current state
of the law in Rhode Island imposes unfair burdens upon municipal
government, its public officials and employees, and the taxpayers of
Rhode Island’s cities and towns due to a statutory scheme that
Imposes unreasonable liability upon the cities and towns of Rhode
Island; and

WHEREAS, the Burrillville Town Council finds that legislative reform
IS necessary in order to adequately protect municipal governments,
their officials and employees and the taxpayers from inequitable
treatment due to the current state of the law with respect to municipal

liability; and

WHEREAS, Representatives Gemma, Kilmartin and Trillo have
Introduced legislation in the House of Representatives (H 5371), and
Senator Blais introduced parallel legislation in the Senate (S 0687)
that would ensure the equitable treatment of public entities by
