to the RISE Mayoral Academy Charter School

WHEREAS, the Town of Burrillville contributes a significant portion
of local revenue derived from property taxes to the education of
students in the district’s public schools; and

WHEREAS, Rhode Island state law mandates that the local school
district pays the annual per pupil expenditure, which includes a
significant taxpayer contribution toward a student’s tuition to attend
privately operated charter schools and mayoral academies; and
WHEREAS, student enrollment in privately operated charter schools
and mayoral academies does not require approval from local school
committees and town councils; and

WHEREAS, tuitions paid to charter schools will burden local
budgets; and



WHEREAS, Burrillville’s investment in its own public schools has
clearly resulted in substantially increased student achievement as
evidenced by multiple measures of student success; and

WHEREAS, the proposed RISE Mayoral Academy charter school
application identifies the Town of Burrillville as a participating
town/sending district in its charter application.

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Burrillville Town Council affirms its
commitment to carefully examine all proposed new charter schools
and mayoral academies by considering the impact that such new
schools will have on the quality of education for all of the students in
the community, and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Burrillville Town Council
declares its opposition to the inclusion of the Town of Burrillville as a

participating town/sending district to the RISE Mayoral Academy.
