Call To Order:
James Langlois called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Agency to order at 7:05 PM. Langlois
requested that the minutes note that Tim Kane and Michael Wood have been excused from the meeting.

Approval of Minutes:

Approval of minutes of the October 22, 2013 Regular Meeting, and to dispense with the reading of said
minutes.

David Fontaine made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 22, 2013 Regular Meeting. Royal
Laurent seconded the motion and the vote in favor was unanimous.

Invoices:

Discussion, consideration and action relative to the invoice for from Harrisville Fire District \Water
Department for the Stillwater Mill Pavilion.

Fontaine made a motion to approve payment of the invoice from Harrisville Fire District Water Department
in the amount of $422.39. Jeffrey Barr seconded the motion and the vote in favor was unanimous.

Discussion, consideration and action relative to the invoice from Timothy F. Kane dated November 19, 2013
for Legal Services Rendered

Barr made a motion to approve payment of the invoice in the amount of $1,800. Laurent seconded the
motion and the vote in favor was unanimous.

Consultants Staff Report:

Discussion, consideration and action relative to the Financial Report including Budgets and Audits.

David Fontaine stated that he did not have the opportunity to talk to John (Mainville) whether these are final
numbers for the year. Fontaine stated that there was limited activity during the reporting period. Langlois
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made a motion to receive and file the Financial Report. Barr seconded the motion and the vote in favor was
unanimous.

Old Business:

Discussion, consideration and action relative to the Stillwater Mill Redevelopment District.

A. Update on Signage Improvements and Sign Orders

Langlois stated that Backgrounds by Maheu is manufacturing the signs this week and should be completed
with the fabrication by next week. Langlois stated that he hopes the signs will be erected by the second week
of December.

B. Pavilion Rental Reservation
Langlois stated that there was no new news to report.

C. NeighborWorks multi-purpose playground project

Langlois stated that RIDEM is requesting that the project site be remediated with soil removal. Christian
Caldarone indicated that the final recommendations would be defined in the remediation report. Caldarone
stated that he expects a combination of soil removal and site capping. Caldarone indicated that this
remediation course would cost approximately $18,000. Caldarone stated that the findings from the soil
sample confirmed what they previously expected, which included some lead and arsenic. Kravitz stated that
the Town Council decided to include this work in the RIDEM and CDBG applications, which are submitted
in February with a decision in July. Langlois inquired about what is needed from the BRA at this point.
Caldarone replied that Mike Wood simply wanted the BRA to be informed on progress regarding this issue.

Discussion, consideration and action relative to the Downtown Pascoag Project.

A. Update regarding Blackstone River Valley NeighborWorks project

Kravitz indicated that NeighborWorks Blackstone River Valley has made an application for project funding
to Rhode Island Housing for Home Funds. Langlois stated that he understands that the decision by Rhode
Island Housing will be announced in January (2014). Langlois also stated that if this project moves forward,
he believes that there will be another need to review the traffic patterns in Pascoag and the possible need to
revisit where Park Ave. and Main Street intersect. Bonczek also stated that there should be a need to lower
the speed limit along Main Street, possibly to 15 mph.

B. Update regarding Bank of America Project

Langlois stated that the property has been sold to Burrillville Capital LLC, which is the same owner as the
CVS property. Kravitz stated that he has reached out to the new owner but has not yet got an answer.
Langlois also stated that BOA will also be installing an ATM at the Brigido’s property.

The public portion of the meeting was reconvened in open session where it was
announced that there were two votes taken in Executive Session.

Prior to adjourning, Langlois referenced National Grid’s decision to extend gas service to the Daniel Foods’
facility. Langlois also mentioned the possible option of extending gas in Pascoag on Main Street prior to the
upgrade of Route 107. It was suggested that the BRA sponsor a meeting of the property owners to become
informed about the gas extension option. Fontaine made a motion to set up a workshop with property
owners. Laurent seconded the motion and the vote in favor was unanimous.
