	Council Vice President Golembeske called to order a Public Hearing,

duly advertised, to obtain the views of citizens on community

development and housing needs and on program performance based

on the following:

The Town of Little Compton is considering the filing of an application

for a Small Cities Community Development Block Grant. A maximum

of $150,000 is available to undertake the following range of activities:

a)	Provisions of employment opportunities for low and

moderate-income individuals.

b)	Improved housing opportunities for low and moderate-income

families and individuals.

c)	Provision of community facilities and services principally

benefiting low and moderate-income families and individuals.



	Christian Belden of Church Community Housing Corporation

reviewed the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program

history.  He specifically noted that the Town has been participating in

this program for 27 years.  Several entities have submitted letters of

interest to the Town for inclusion in the 2014 CDBG application.  The

following spoke on behalf of their requests:

	Gerry Manning of St. Elizabeth’s, Cornerstone Services, Nancy

Brayton Osborne facility on East Main Road, Little Compton for a new

early memory program encouraging nutrition and exercise as early

intervention to prevent memory loss.

	Jim Winters of the Housing Hotline seeking continued support for

local needs.  He mentioned this past year the Housing Hotline

assisted a Little Compton family with a domestic abuse situation.

e.	H 7270 - Relating to Courts and Civil Procedures (supported) would

cause pre-judgment interest in a civil action to accrue only upon the

filing of a civil action 



f.	H 7747 - Relating to Education – Education Equity and Property Tax

Relief Act (supported) would require the state to pay for the education

of students placed in group homes outside of their municipality

g.	S 2032 - Relating to Courts and Civil Procedures – (supported)

would reduce the statutory interest on judgments

h.	S 2078 - Relating to taxation – Levy and Assessment of Local

Taxes (supported) would increase to 6 years the interval of time

within which a town must conduct an update of revaluation 

i.	S 2593 - Relating to parks & recreation – public use of private lands

– liability limitations (opposed) would change the definition of

“owner” to exclude the state and municipalities
