absence.

Motion made by Councilor Mataronas, receiving a second from
Councilor Bodington, voting in favor (Appleton, Bodington,
Mataronas, Mushen): To authorize Councilor Mushen to continue
pursuing viable town property, including a review of land owned by
the LC Agricultural Conservancy Trust and Wilbour's Wood'’s, to
negotiate with Verizon Wireless for the potential placement of a cell

tower in Little Compton.

Councilor Mushen reviewed a plan to structure the Public Works
Department with a Building Systems Supervisor, a Road
Superintendent, the Maintenance Foreman and the Tree Warden all
under the supervision of the Director of Public Works/Highway
Supervisor. Presently the Director of Public Works is currently being
trained by the Commissioning Agent at the school regarding the
building systems. He spends three (3) days at the Town Hall, one (1)
day at the school and another day on road work depending on the
season. This structure is in its developmental stage. Unions have

not been approached yet on the potential structure change.



Councilor Mushen will meet with the Maintenance Foreman and
discuss this matter with National Education Association of Rl Union

which serves the two locals covered under this plan.

Motion made by Councilor Mataronas, receiving a second from
Councilor Bodington, voting in favor (Appleton, Bodington,
Mataronas, Mushen): To agree with the concept to structure the
Public Works Department (listed below) and to authorize the Council
President to move forward with the necessary steps to begin this

transition.
