	Councilor Mushen noted that the Recreation, Conservation and Open

Space Committee technically still exists, but will not be actively

functioning due to the fact that the Conservation Commission and

Recreation Committee are now charged by charter to handle those

duties.  Section 710 of the Home Rule Charter established the RCOS

should have been eliminated during the amendments to the charter at

the November Election.  Since the elimination of Section 710 did not

take place at that time the Council will need to propose an

amendment to the November 2016 ballot for its elimination to correct

the err.

This Memorandum of Agreement is executed by and between the

Town of Little Compton, Rhode Island and Stay at Home in Little

Compton, Inc., in order to provide for the scheduling and operation of

the Town’s senior transportation van.

1.	The Town has provided a twelve passenger, wheelchair accessible

coach bus for use in providing scheduled shopping trips for senior

citizens of the Town.

2.	The Town agrees to schedule and provide for all required

maintenance and upkeep of the van.

3.	The Town agrees to provide insurance coverage for the van and its

volunteer operators in accordance with the provisions of the Town

insurance policy.

4.	The Town agrees to provide up to 100 gallons of fuel per month for

all scheduled operations of the van.  Fuel will be dispensed from the

Town fueling station at the Public Safety Complex, under the

oversight of the Dispatcher.

5.	Stay at Home agrees to schedule van operations and dispatch the

van accordingly.  Initially, the van will be dispatched bi-weekly for

shopping trips per the stated request of the Senior Citizens Club.  No

fee is to be required from the riders nor charged to the Town for such



service.

6.	Additional uses of the van for senior citizen transport are

encouraged; each such use will be proposed in writing to the Town

Council for approval.

7.	Stay at Home agrees to establish a procedure for recruiting and

certifying volunteer drivers.  The procedure will be coordinated with

the Town Council.

8.	This agreement will be in effect year to year and may be cancelled

by either party on 30 days notice.

	The Council came out of session sitting as the Board of License

Commissioners and returned to Old Business #4 as previously tabled

temporarily.

	A few typographical errors were found in the 3rd draft of the

comprehensive plan goals, change “septic” to “wastewater” and

correct the acronym for onsite waste water management system.

	

	Councilor Mataronas suggested adding an objective under goal #5 of

exploring an upgrade to the towns docking facilities or putting more

docking facilities and improve maintenance at existing facilities.  He



also reminded Councilor Mushen of a previous suggested goal that

the town explores the possibility of a northerly wind and wave

attenuation as an option for Sakonnet Harbor. 

	Councilor Golembeske suggested creating an ordinance that would

encourage actions that would promote farming and consider

speaking with a local farmer for guidance on this subject.

conjunction with the Solarize Program currently underway.  Two

public meetings have been scheduled, one in March and one in April.

Island Conservation District was considered at this time.

•	Language needed to authorize expenditure of funds received as

donations specifically for the Peckham Lot project due to the fact that

the project will cost more than the $500,000 budget anticipated and

will require more fund raising to complete the full project
