I.	Superintendent’s Report

A.	Budget Report

Lori Miller reported she is projecting an $85,000 positive variance

with paying an additional $45,000 in additional tuitions and having

settled support staff and paying retro.  If either of those things don’t

happen they will be paying a bigger variance at the end of the year. 

She requested a motion to move some money from the local budget

into the capital reserve fund.  They would be looking at projects such

as better security at the high school for approximately

$45,000-$50,000; a middle school sign for approximately $30,000. 

There would be some other small things.  She suggested a range of

$85,000-$150,000 and she would write a check at the end of June. 

Miller stated she would speak to the finance committee prior to

making payments.  Motion to move surplus funds from the operating

budget to the capital reserve fund in the range of $85,000-$150,000 on

or before June 30, 2008 by Zangari.  Seconded by Zito.  

Discussion ensued regarding some of the bus routes.  Mencucci

explained getting someone to school earlier wouldn’t help if the

school isn’t open earlier.  Robson suggested busing should not be

part of this budget meeting discussion.  The Superintendent

explained the importance of the security issue and that this needs to

be done before June 30th noting there are no buses running now that

school is out.  Busing can be discussed at a future meeting.  It was



voted 4-0 in favor.  Motion carried.
