Water Resources Board informing the Board that pursuant to Section

46-13-2.1 of the General Laws of Rhode Island the annual licensing

fee from the Rhode Island Department of Health will increase from

$1.10 to $1.50 per service.  A change to the billing program will be

scheduled for the July 1, 2007 implementation.

$328,652.00 from Chicago Bridge and Iron to the Rhode Island Clean

Water Finance Agency for payment.

The Superintendent informed the Board that insurance renewal from

Rhode Island Interlocal Risk Management Trust will increase by more

than $8,000.00 next fiscal year.  The Board empowered the

Superintendent to seek other avenues and report back to them at the

next meeting.

The Annual Report of the Lincoln Water Commission will be

forwarded to the Lincoln Town Administrator.

The Charter Review Committee has completed the state charter

revisions and will forward the draft to the complete Board and then to



an attorney for review.

The safety report for the month of April will be placed on file.

Quotes from Cox Communications offering a savings on telephone

charges was presented to the Board.  Upon motion of Commissioner

Kay, seconded by Commissioner Conklin, it was VOTED:  To request

a five (5) year contract from Cox Communications for the Board to

review before the next meeting.
