Bank and their Market Manager regarding a Tax Anticipation Note.

Ultimately what they would be able to offer us is a $50,000 Line of
Credit. Commissioner Allen will contact them to advise that we are
not interested. Motion to accept the Treasurer’'s Report made by
Commissioner Adamski, seconded by Commissioner Napolitano.

CHIEF'S REPORT: Chief Andrews presented his report for the
Month of June with statistics on incidents, maintenance, and training.
We responded to 113 calls, 84 in District and 29 Mutual Aid. Training
hours for the month were 114 with YTD Hours 1090. Shift Training
consisted of Advancing preconnected bumper line, Attack
Line/Search and Rescue with Lime Rock FD, Suppression/Search &
Rescue with Lime Rock FD and Air bags and Cribbing techniques.

Chief Andrews advised that Central Falls is purchasing a new Ladder
Truck and he is proposing that a group consisting of Albion,
Cumberland, Woonsocket, Central Falls and Saylesville will share the

Central Falls old truck as a Reserve Ladder. It would be kept in



Cumberland. Cost to each department other than Central Falls would
be approximately $2500. This would improve our ISO rating. Motion
to appropriate $2500 to purchase our share of the Reserve Ladder
Truck made by Commissioner Adamski, seconded by Commissioner

Napolitano. Motion passed 3-0.

Chief Andrews advised that he has renewed the Annual Contract with

VFIS for the Injured On Duty Insurance Program.

Chief Andrews proposed changing our Accident Billing company
from Recovery USA to a local company based in East Providence.
The return from the new company is 90%. Commissioner Napolitano
made a Motion to change Accident Billing companies to Dawson
Group of East Providence, seconded by Commissioner Adamski.
