1. Call to Order Chairman Sullivan called this meeting to order at 5:57 p.m.

Attorney Zubiago stated he was asked to remind everyone that this is a public meeting of
the Warwick Sewer Authority. He stated an agenda is followed (which was duly posted
forty-eight hours prior to the meeting date) so the public knows what will be discussed.
Attorney Zubiago stated we will be sticking to the agenda tonight, as we do at all of our

regularly scheduled meetings.

2. Approval of Minutes

a. Approval of minutes from regular meeting held April 23, 2009.

ACTION: Mr. Ginaitt moved approval of the minutes. Mr. Guckian seconded the
motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in
favor of the motion. Motion approved.
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3. Administrative ltems

a. Director’s Report

Financial Report Director Burke reviewed the budget 80 and 81
account balances as of April 30". She said we are still projecting a
$900,000 deficit in FY09 which isn’t too bad considering we started off
the year with a built-in $800,000 deficit and revenues have been down
due to the economy and water conservation efforts. She said she will
talk about the FY10 budget under ltem 3b.

i. Administrative Schedule

Pawtuxet River Authority Canoe Launch and Pawtuxet Paddle —
Dedication and Ribbon Cutting Event and Inaugural Canoe Launch on
Thursday June 4" at 10 a.m. and “The Great Pawtuxet Paddle” will be on
June 6™, with canoe launches between 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.

FYI Warwick event at the Warwick Public Library, June 4™ from 4:00 p.m.
to 8:00 p.m. WSA will have a booth there to answer questions and
provide information about WSA programs.

Director Burke stated the New England Water Environment Association’s
annual Spring conference will be in Providence this year, June 8™
through the 10". She said she and Superintendent Joel Burke plan to
attend on separate days. Director Burke stated WSA’s own Chuck
Labbe (pretreatment laboratory technician) is participating in the
Operations Challenge on the Rhode Island team, affectionately know as
“‘Fecal Matters”.

At Chairman Sullivan’s suggestion, Director Burke said she would like to
organize an Open House for elected officials, to provide a tour of the
facility and to talk to them about our capital needs. She asked for
suggestions on when to conduct the Open House. Mr. Ginaitt suggested
late summer.

Chairman Sullivan stated he was concerned that our representatives
didn’t realize that WSA didn’t get any stimulus money. Director Burke
stated we did get some funds for the Sandy Lane project. She said the
Narragansett Bay Commission received the bulk of the funds. Chairman
Sullivan stated he was thinking of having something here relatively soon.

Mr. Ginaitt stated it's important that our representatives know the level of
effluent, the processing, know a little about sewage treatment plants,
especially because we are one of three facilities discharging into the
Pawtuxet River.

Director Burke stated we are in the process of compiling vacation
schedules for all staff. She stated she would be on vacation the weeks
of July 13", August 17", and September 28".
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b. FY 2010 Budgets

Budget 80: Operations, Maintenance and Administration

Budget 81: Industrial Pretreatment Program

Director Burke stated the FY2010 Sewer Enterprise Fund and Industrial
Pretreatment Program budgets were heard before the City Council on
Tuesday evening. She stated, and asked legal counsel to correct her if
she was wrong but, the Sewer Authority enabling legislation is silent on
the budget process and approvals. She said she has also found no
reference to approvals required by the City Council for annual
appropriations for Warwick Sewer Authority operations, maintenance,
debt service and administrative expenses. Director Burke stated that
she assumes since there were no major issues raised by the City
Council at the hearing, that the final budget will be the budget that was
submitted by the Mayor to the City Council, which is basically what she
reviewed with the Board of Directors last month.

c. Chairman’s Report

Proposed Changes to By-Laws Chairman Sullivan will email to
everyone the proposed changes, along with a copy of the by-laws. He
said if anyone has any ideas on changes, they can be presented to all.
Director Burke said this will be a future meeting agenda item.

i. Subcommittees Chairman Sullivan proposed adding committees to the

Board structure. He said some of the committees considered are
Intergovernmental, Finance, Mandatory Connections, Construction. He
said he will also include this information in his email.

RIAC land acquisitions Chairman Sullivan stated RIAC is looking at
buying more properties for their airport expansion, and it is not fully
locked up where they have to pay us everything they owe us (ex.
property taxes and sewer assessments). He said staff is looking at this.
Director Burke stated for the record, in the past RIAC has paid off
outstanding assessments on acquired properties, but she thinks it has
been a gentlemen’s agreement. Mr. Ginaitt said under the Revenue
Diversion Act, they do not have to pay, as far as he knew, unless there
are services rendered.

Chairman Sullivan stated we met with Councilwoman Helen Taylor,
presented her with ward maps showing those areas in her ward that are
not tied in. He said we also gave her a listing of all the people in her
ward that have received sewer grants to connect. He said we are
showing the Council people that we are actually doing something for
their constituents.
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4. Warwick WWTF Operation and Maintenance Division

a. Purchase of Inlet Building Computer
ACTION: Superintendent Burke stated the computer network within the plant
consists of eight independent “nodes”, which are designed to transmit and
receive data on the fiber optic loop back to the main servers. He said we are
starting to experience failures with routers, switches and the basic computer
hardware. He said a temporary fix was made bypassing the node with a laptop
computer, but it is recommended that we replace the computer with the latest
technology. R.E. Erickson, WSA’'s SCADA system integrator, provided a quote
of $6,586.65, which includes a new SCADA software license, replacement of
inlet node, installation and program downloads. Superintendent Burke stated
there are sufficient funds in our renewal and replacement account to cover this
expense, and said he will be speaking to the Board this summer about
upgrades to a number of components, existing servers, other nodes, etc.

Mr. Guckian moved approval of the purchase. Mr. Ginaitt seconded the motion.
Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of
the motion. Motion approved.

b. Bid #2010-8: Wastewater Treatment Chemicals
ACTION: Superintendent Burke stated seventeen bids were submitted from
vendors to supply wastewater treatment chemicals. He said he was pleased
with the high number of responses and the resulting savings in chemical costs,
estimated to exceed $100,000 for next fiscal year.

Mr. Guckian moved approval of staff recommended award of bids to multiple
vendors. Mr. Sylven seconded the motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt,
Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion approved.

5. Industrial Pretreatment Division

a. Caruso Scholarship Update
IPP Coordinator BettyAnne Rossi announced the names of the 2009 John A.
Caruso Annual Scholarship Award recipients:

ACTION: Ms. Rossi stated the full abatements are based on closed bankruptcy
filings. She said the other accounts include charges to be abated and charges to
be pursued by a collection agency. The Board and staff discussed IPP billing and
delinquency matters and efforts to improve the billing process.

Mr. Ginaitt moved approval of the abatements. Mr. Jarvis seconded the motion.
Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of
the motion. Motion approved.

6. Billing Services Division

a. Sewer Assessment Deferment Policy
ACTION: Director Burke explained the sewer assessment deferment policy the
Board is being asked to approve.
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Mr. Sylven moved to approve the assessment deferment policy. Messrs.
Ginaitt and Guckian seconded the motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs.
Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion
approved.

. Review of proposed increases in WSA fees to be presented for public
hearing on June 25, 2009
ACTION: The following proposed rate increases will be presented for public
hearing on June 25th:
Regulation 42: “Disposal of Cesspool Wastes”
increase charge to $65.00/1000 gallons
Regulation 36: “Qualifications for Drain Layers License”
implement $500 fee (versus $300) if application
is received after December 31°.
Regulation 21: “Drain Layers Regulation Permits, Drain Construction”
administrative task to update language of regulation to
reflect current charge of $150.00 per permit

Mr. Martin stated these changes must be approved; WSA based FY10 budget
projections on the increased fees. He said a public hearing is being scheduled
to present the proposed changes to the public; following the public hearing, the
Board will be asked to formally approve the changes made to the regulations.

Mr. Ginaitt suggested we use language in Regulation 42 to include a modest
matrix of annual upgrades, based on a federal formula or percentage, etc.

. Ms. Wendy Authelet: Plat 345, Lot 103, 329 Hunt Avenue

Appeal of Regulation No. 53 Guidelines for On-Site Grant Funds
ACTION: Director Burke stated Ms. Authelet is asking the Board to make an
exception to Regulation No. 53. Ms. Authelet has a failing system and lives in
the Greenwood East project area. Director Burke stated that area is many,
many years away from being constructed. Ms. Authelet asked that the

Board grant her $2,000.00 in On-Site Grant Funds to offset the cost of a new
on-site waste disposal system at 329 Hunt Avenue.

Mr. Ginaitt moved approval. Mr. Jarvis seconded the motion. Chairman
Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the
motion. Motion approved.

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ACTION: Mr. Ginaitt moved approval of the abatements. Messrs. Guckian and
Jarvis seconded the motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven
and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion approved.

7. Construction Division

a. Project Update Report, May 2009

Construction program manager Jim Feeney stated the only project under
construction right now is Governor Francis Phase Il. Mr. Feeney highlighted the
current project work area on a large street map and reviewed progress made.

Chairman Sullivan allowed the Governor Francis Phase Il residents in attendance
ten minutes to speak to the Board about their concerns with the project. The
Chairman asked that a representative speak for the group, and offered to speak
with the group outside of this meeting.

Mr. Roy Dempsey, 4 Killdeer Road, stated that the residents have expressed their
concerns about the project with Director Burke and legal counsel. He said the
residents of the area have a number of concerns regarding the project, specifically
regarding the assessment rate, starting at $82.00, potentially escalating to far
greater than that, whereas Phase | assessment rate was $52.00. The other area of
concern is the mandatory connection requirement; he said they feel they are being
targeted, even though fifty percent of Warwick is not tied in. Mr. Dempsey pointed
out that Councilman Colantuono was in attendance. He said they would like to set
up a public meeting within the next few weeks, possibly at the Senior Center again,
to be coordinated with the Councilman. Mr. Dempsey would like the Mayor to
attend the meeting. Mr. Dempsey stated they’ve got a petition going around the
neighborhood addressing the inequities of this sewer project. He stated
Councilman Colantuono has offered to contact our representatives and senators to
see if we can’t get some stimulus money for this shovel-ready project.

(Director Burke received a copy of the petition Mr. Dempsey mentioned (minus the
signatures).)

Councilman Colantuono stated that he has talked to the residents about organizing
a public forum where they have the opportunity to discuss some of the issues. He
stated he was also willing to help on the federal level concerning potential
economic stimulus funding for this project.

Both Councilman Colantuono and Mr. Dempsey thanked the Board for allowing
them to speak on this matter. Chairman Sullivan stated he understands their
concerns and said WSA will be bringing something forward. Residents will be
notified of any organized public forum.

b. Request for Sewer Extension: Norton’s Shipyard & Marina, Inc.,
Plat 220 Lot 174, 3 Division Street, Warwick
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ACTION: Mr. and Mrs. Norton and their attorney Joshua Glass in attendance.
Norton’s Shipyard and Marina (“Norton’s”) has asked WSA to allow Norton’s to tie
in to the WSA Ladd Street sewer line. Although Norton’s had previously secured
approval to tie-in to the East Greenwich sewer system, it was unable to procure the
necessary easement to facilitate this tie-in. The staff of the WSA has reviewed
relevant information regarding Norton’s tie-in to the Ladd Street sewer line, and is
willing to coordinate with the necessary parties to facilitate Norton’s tie-in to the
Ladd Street sewer line. WSA will assume responsibility for sewer infrastructure
within the public right-of-way and easements from Amtrak.

Jeff M. Willis, Deputy Director, Coastal Resources Management Council (CRMC)
sent WSA a letter in support of the Norton’s Shipyard request for sewer extension.

Mr. Feeney reviewed the specific details of the planned sewer extension. He said
three years ago, Norton’s on-site system was at a failure point; the RI Department
of Environmental Management (RIDEM) issued a Notice of Violation to Norton’s.
Mr. Feeney said CRMC asked WSA to work with Norton’s Shipyard to come up
with a solution. He said Norton’s hired an engineer and designed a conceptual
system; several meetings were coordinated with CRMC, RIDEM and the Town of
East Greenwich. Director Burke thanked Jim Feeney and Mat Solitro for their hard
work on this matter. She said this had been in a logjam state for years, and they
found a creative way to resolve the issue. She said connecting these marinas to
the sewer systems is a large component of the Greenwich Bay Special Area
Management Plan.

Director Burke asked that the Board approve a Resolution to facilitate the tie-in of
Norton’s Shipyard and Marina to the WSA sewer system.

Mr. Sylven moved to accept the resolution. Chairman Sullivan and Mr. Ginaitt
seconded the motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian, Sylven and
Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion approved.

Attorney Joshua Glass thanked Director Burke, Mr. Feeney, Mr. Zubiago and the
Warwick Sewer Authority. He said this has been a long, difficult process and it has
moved very quickly with everyone at the table helping to move it along.

c. Amendments to Contracts or New Contracts

i. Miscellaneous Contracts:
1. Sampling Equipment and Flow Monitoring Equipment

ACTION: Mr. Feeney stated WSA solicited bids for sampling
equipment and flow monitoring equipment. He stated the sampling
equipment will be used by the Industrial Pretreatment Division and
the flow monitoring equipment will be used by the Construction
Division (for use in our Inflow/Infiltration (I/I) and Capacity,
Management, Operations and Maintenance (CMOM) programs).
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d.

Mr. Feeney reported that one bid was received from Teledyne Isco,
c/o New England Environmental Equipment, Inc. in the amount of
$21,649.74. The bid price includes a four-hour training session on
the Teledyne Isco 2150 Area Velocity Flow Module. He stated the
Construction Division recommends the award of bid to Teledyne Isco.

Mr. Guckian moved approval of the award of bid. Mr. Ginaitt
seconded the motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian,
Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion approved.

Request for Sewer Extension on State Street: Mr. David DiGiacomo
(continued from 3-17-09)

ACTION: Mr. Feeney stated we did look at the option suggested by the Board,
to extend gravity sewers from Junction Street, but that was technically not
feasible. He said we are recommending the WSA extend low pressure sewers
to service five homes and several vacant lots on State Street and gain the
assessments from that. He said that Contract AA would be used for this sewer
extension. Director Burke noted that all residents that signed the petition for
sewers were notified of this meeting.

Mr. Ginaitt moved approval of this sewer extension. Messrs. Guckian and
Sylven seconded the motion. Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Ginaitt, Guckian,
Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion approved.

In response to an emergency telephone call, Mr. Ginaitt left the meeting at 7:28 p.m.

ACTION: Mr. Jarvis asked about Item m. Director Burke stated she has asked BETA
Group, Inc. to explain how projects that have been in our Facilities Plan since 1996 got
squeezed out of the most recent Facilities Plan Reaffirmation. She said she doesn’t
want the Board to be unduly alarmed; WSA must open up our Facilities Plan due to
the more stringent conditions of our RIPDES permit. She said it currently looks like
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DEM will require a new Facilities Plan submitted by December 2010. (See ltem 11b.
for further information.)

Mr. Sylven moved approval of the consent agenda. Mr. Jarvis seconded the motion.
Chairman Sullivan, Messrs. Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion.
Motion approved.

9. Consent Agenda — 2009 Drainlayer Licenses (Renewals)
a. Northern Site Contractors, Inc., 344 Washington Highway, Smithfield, RI

ACTION: Mr. Jarvis moved approval. Mr. Guckian seconded the motion. Chairman
Sullivan, Messrs. Guckian, Sylven and Jarvis voted in favor of the motion. Motion
approved.

10. New Business No new business discussed.
11. Old Business

a. Buttonwoods Fire District sewer assessment/deferment (7-24-08)
Director Burke reported that she is working on a letter to their attorney setting
forth a proposal on the sewer assessment revenue.

b. Facilities Plan Review (9-11-08)
Director Burke stated she is in the process of drafting a Request for Proposals
for Facilities Planning and preliminary design of plant upgrades required to
meet our new permit limits for nitrogen and phosphorus. She said, as
previously stated our Facilities Plan was reaffirmed by DEM but we have some
issues with that reaffirmation which we are addressing with BETA.

She said WSA received a draft Consent Agreement from RIDEM containing

a schedule for compliance with the new permit limits for nutrients. She said she
will be meeting with our attorney next week to review that and decide what to do
because a response is due within 30 days.

Director Burke asked for a few minutes to explain the Facilities Planning
process. She said the typical planning period for facilities (which includes not
only the plant but the collection system and pumping stations) is twenty (20)
years. Every five (5) years, DEM requires facilities to submit “reaffirmations” to
verify that conditions within the Facilities Planning area are consistent with the
approved Facilities Plan. If conditions change or new projects are proposed,
you must submit a new Facilities Plan or an amendment to the existing
Facilities Plan. WSA’s most recent Facilities Plan dates back to 1996, covering
the planning period through 2015. The 1996 Facilities Plan was amended in
October 1998 and, most significantly, in 2004 to include sewers for Governor
Francis Farms. Director Burke stated that WSA must have an approved
Facilities Plan or a current reaffirmation approval to apply for loans from the
Clean Water Finance Agency.
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Director Burke said a full-blown Facilities Plan, which we are probably talking
about at this point since we are approaching the end of the current planning
period, requires an assessment of the existing conditions in the planning area
from an environmental and water-quality perspective as well as from a
demographic and land-use perspective. A Facilities Plan must also assess the
existing wastewater treatment system and flows. Then the Facilities Plan must
assess the future situation for the planning area and treatment plant, including
land-use and demographic forecasts, and determine future flows and waste
loads. From there, we need to develop and evaluate alternatives to meet those
future needs such as expansion of the sewer system or new discharge permit
limits for the wastewater treatment facility.

Director Burke stated in developing alternatives, the Facilities planners are
required to look at optimizing the operation of the current facilities, regional
solutions, unsewered areas and sewer extensions and conventional and
alternative wastewater management technologies. They must evaluate the
alternatives based on compliance with permits and other environmental laws,
indirect impacts and, of course, the financial impacts.

Director Burke said at that point we would need to have a public hearing to
present the alternatives and our recommendations and get any feedback and
identify any concerns from the public, before proceeding with implementation of
the plan. After publically examining all the viable alternatives, we must select a
plan and proceed with engineering design and more detailed cost estimates.

12. Discussion ltems

a. Economic Stimulus Package
Director Burke stated WSA is supposedly getting some stimulus money for the
Sandy Lane project in the form of principle forgiveness, which she heard will
amount to 15% of the project costs (around $200,000 for this particular project).

b. Mandatory Sewer Connection Program Director Burke said, as Chairman
Sullivan mentioned, we are meeting with Council persons on the Program.

c. Sewer Tie-In Loan Fund Mr. Martin stated he spoke with Jay Manning from
DEM,; they have all our paperwork. He said it is in the hands of the bond
counsel. Mr. Martin said this should be in effect by the end of the summer.
