Town Planner Ronald Wolanski noted that the Town is eligible to
apply for up to $250,000. in funding. He also explained that the grant
funds may be used to assist with various projects that benefit the low
and moderate-income residents in town. This is the first of two public
hearings. There will be at least (6) six outside agencies requesting to
be included in the Town’s application. Each year the Town contracts
with Church Community Housing Corporation to assist with the

application and administration of the program.

Stephen Ositguy, Executive Director, Church Community Housing,
addressed the Council noting the priorities for the grant are the same

each year, to assist low to moderate-income residents.

6. Public Hearing (Advertised)

Town of Middletown application for Small Cities Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) for certain projects, in an amount
not to exceed $250,000.



Public Hearing was declared open.

Joanne Hoops, Executive Director Boys and Girls Club of Newport
County, noted how they have expanded the Boys and Girls Club
Oxbow site. The Boys and Girls Club will be requesting up to $10,000
of funding for the C.L.U.B. Respect project at Oxbow Farms.

Keith Tavares, Vice-President of Institutional Advancement for Child
& Family Services, stated that Child and Family Services will be
applying for funding to assist with the architectural fees for their new
state of the art headquarters to be built as a part of the Aquidneck
Corporate Park. This facility will bring the majority of their services

under one roof.

Jimmy Winters, representing Church Community Housing, noted this
years goals include essay contests, a media project and assisting

students in the process of renting apartments.



There being no other persons present desiring to be heard on the

matter, public hearing was declared closed.

A second public hearing will be held at a date to be determined.
