Discussion centered around revisions to the draft Wind Turbine
Ordinance, the proposals were to consider deleting Section 25A04.A
which exempts roof-mounted and some small tower turbines from
design standards, a requirement of a special use permit for all wind
turbine development and prohibiting tower-mounted turbines and
roof-mounted turbines more than 15 feet above roof height within
R-10 and R-20 zoning districts. Also, there was discussion
concerning esthetics to the Town landscape, it was determined that
there are no standards for the Planning Board to follow to
recommend areas within the Town to be exempt from wind turbines

being constructed.

The Town Solicitor Michael W. Miller was requested to revise the draft
Wind Turbine Ordinance to include the above revisions. The
Planning Board will review the ordinance at its November 12, 2009

meeting.

On motion of Councillor Bozyan, duly seconded, it was voted

unanimously to adjourn this meeting at 5:38 P.M.
