Council Chairman Marshall reported that the „base‟ was 

increased from one inch to two inches and that this change 

may resolve some of the anticipated settling problem.

 Anniversary of Bristol‟s Celebration. 

 

Ms. Squires introduced Edward Correia who is the organizer 

of a carnival/fair planned for August 6 – 15, 2010 and will 

be potentially held at the area near the Town Beach on 

Asylum Road. 

 

Mr. Correia stated that he has been in contact with 

Recreation Director Burke and the Recreation Board 

concerning this plan with Mr. Burke informing the Council 

that he is in favor of the plan as proposed by Mr. Correia. 

 

Mr. Correia informed the Council that his committee is 

considering a two-phased activity with the first phase 

consisting of a traditional carnival that will be the 

primary “fundraiser” for the 4
th
 of July Committee and a 

possible second phase would come in the form of a 
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“broadened” fair to include local organizations and to 

provide same with the opportunity to fundraise on their own 

behalf at the fair by having booths, clambakes, etc. 

 

Mr. Correia also informed the Council that the plans are 

preliminary with “nothing written in stone” and that 

Recreation Director Burke will work on the Committee‟s 

behalf to secure the use of some of the property owned by 

the State nearby for parking, etc.   

 

Mr. Correia also explained that his committee is aware of 

the presence of underground sprinkler systems in the soccer 

fields and therefore will allow only “light activities” upon 

these fields perhaps to include soccer demonstrations. 

 

Council members expressed concern that the plan includes 

carnival activities in the “multi-purpose” field along the 

northerly side of Asylum Road and that this field may be 

damaged similarly to the damage found typically after the 

carnival leaves the grassy areas of the Town Common with 

Recreation Director Burke responding that he is confident 

that this field will “heal” more quickly than the Town 

Common since it has better drainage and that he is not 

concerned about the potential for damage. 

 

Councilman Barboza asked to know if this planned carnival 

will replace the annual 4
th
 of July Carnival on the Town 

Common with Mr. Correia stating that this is a special 

additional event only for the 225
th
 Anniversary and that it 

will not replace the annual 4
th
 of July Carnival. 

 

A discussion ensued regarding parking for the carnival/fair 

with Mr. Correia again stating that this plan is preliminary 

and the details are not yet resolved. He further stated that 

the Committee may charge for on-site parking and arrange for 

a shuttle that will provide rides for patrons from other 

parts of Town. 

 

Councilwoman Parella suggested that the parking area at 

Roger Williams University might be utilized with a shuttle 

service and Councilman Barboza added that the High School 

parking lot may also be a source for parking spaces and a 

location for a shuttle. 

 

The issue of nearby neighborhoods was discussed with Mr. 

Correia stating that he was aware that there may be issues 

with the adjoining neighborhoods and that the committee was 

considering how to address these and also will be speaking 

to the fire chief and police chief. 
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Councilman Cordeiro asked to know the intended hours of 

operation with Mr. Correia noting that the intended hours 

are 5:00 o'clock PM until 11:00 o'clock PM on the weekdays 

and 1:00 o'clock PM until 11:00 o'clock PM on Saturday and 

Sunday. 

 

Councilwoman Parella asked to know if the group plans to 

charge the various non-profits for “booth space” and that 

the organization will keep for itself the revenue that it 

attains with Mr. Correia responding that the details are 

still preliminary. Councilwoman Parella noted that the 

Quahog Festival in Warren uses a similar method. 

 

Councilman Cordeiro noted that Mr. Correia‟s proposed 

itinerary contained a regatta and suggested that the Council 

may wish to purchase a trophy for this event.

Prior to the vote taken, Councilman Barboza stated that the 

notice as prepared by Captain Perry appeared to be nothing 

more than an attempt to justify the gentleman‟s previous 

“harebrained” approval.  Councilman Barboza further noted 

that the project is unwise, ill-conceived and “we don‟t want 

it.” 

 

Councilman Barboza also noted that the cost to maintain 

security during the local LNG transport will apparently be 

borne totally by the local authorities and that the cost of 

same will likely be enormous. 

 

Councilman Barboza noted that Representative Gallison 

continues to work in opposition to the proposal and will 

request a meeting with President Obama. 

 

Councilman Barboza suggested that the Town should appeal the 

decision of Captain Perry with Town Solicitor Ursillo 

responding that the Town was already doing so and planned to 

appeal “up the line” as necessary. 
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Council Chairman Marshall suggested that President Obama 

might be encouraged to fly-over the area in order to 

determine, first hand, its proximity to population centers. 

 

Councilman Herreshoff suggested that the Council should send 

a “strong language” resolution to the cities and towns to 

solicit support from same. He further explained that Captain 

Perry‟s denial of the appeal was likely a “bureaucrat‟s 

attempt to cover up an error” and that his reasoning 

concerning the project‟s no longer needing access through 

the area surrounding the Brightman Street Bridge was 

inadequate since the Bridge was never the only area of 

concern.
