It is hereby noted for the record that this item was 

considered together with agenda item B4. 

 

Herreshoff/Barboza – Voted 

unanimously to support the 

resolution as prepared and 

presented. 

 

Prior to the vote taken, Ms. Winsor addressed the Council 

―as a private citizen‖ and explained that she is the founder 

of the LNG Working Group and asked the Council’s 

consideration of adoption of the resolution.  She noted that 

the Group is concerned that the ―eyes and lives‖ of those 

living along the shores of Narragansett Bay are being 

―assaulted‖ by the Weaver’s Cove/Hess plans to bring large 

LNG vessels and their associated accoutrements.  

 

Ms. Winsor noted that the overall goal of this particular 

resolution was that it would eventually be sent to the 

Federal Energy Regulatory Commission and also to President 

Barack Obama and that other East Bay Communities have 

already adopted same and also the Pokonoket Tribe. 

 

Ms. Winsor noted that the resolution reflects the thoughts 

and research of those in opposition to the LNG proposal and 

also that she was available to answer questions should the 

Council wish for her to do so. 

 

Councilman Herreshoff stated that the information appeared 

to be reasonable and that he was generally in support of the 

request for the Council to lend its approval. 
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Town Solicitor Ursillo stated that the request of Ms. Winsor 

appeared to be a ―no brainer‖ and that the resolution was 

similar to those adopted by the Council in the past. 

 

Council Chairman Marshall suggested that Ms. Winsor might 

bring a similar request to the Town of Burrillville since 

that community, although not within the East Bay, has 

supported similar requests in the past. 

 

Prior to the Council’s consideration of the next agenda 

item, Councilman Herreshoff suggested that the Council may 

wish to consider his memorandum concerning the Council’s 

―matching donation‖ program that it has in partnership with 

Save the Bay. 

 

Councilman Herreshoff suggested that the Council may wish to 

disburse partial payments rather than waiting to disburse 

the entire budgeted amount of $15,000 once matched. 

 

Councilwoman Parella stated that she worked on the details 

of the matching grant program and was unaware of any 

stipulation that required that the entire amount should be 

disbursed at one time.  She added that the Clerk and/or 

Treasurer should be able to voucher a matching amount, based 

upon the Council’s overall approval of the budget for FY 

2010-2011 which includes $15,000 for this purpose.  She also 

stated that it would be advisable for Save the Bay to 

present an ―invoice‖ in order to elicit the payments.

Prior to the vote taken, Council Chairman Marshall expressed 

concern that the LNG opposition is becoming ―fragmented‖ and 

appointment of a ―blue ribbon committee‖ by the Council may 

be better served if the committee was regional representing 

the various cities and towns. 

 

Council Chairman Marshall suggested that Mr. Tamaro might be 

asked to work along with Mr. Lynn (see item B4 below) and 

advise the ―Congress of Councils.‖ 

 

Mr. Tamaro informed the Council that he did not take the 

lead in finding members to serve on a blue ribbon committee 

since he was not personally familiar with the identity and 

qualifications of many local engineering experts.  He stated 

that he was willing to serve but that the Council might 

determine the needed areas of expertise and also which 

persons possess that particular capability. 

 

Mr. Tamaro expressed frustration that the information that 

is related to the Weaver’s Cove application has been deemed 

―secret for National security‖ which makes it difficult to 

obtain and evaluate. 

 

Councilman Herreshoff suggested that the opposition should 

concentrate on the cryogenic pipe planned for the project 

since this appears to be an untested element of the plan.  

He added that it may be easier to obtain information 

regarding a single aspect of the project since it may not be 

possible for Weaver’s Cove to ―hide‖ every single aspect 

under the guise of National security.  
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Councilman Herreshoff asked Town Solicitor Ursillo if the 

Town would have specific access to any documents withheld by 

Weaver’s Cove with Town Solicitor Ursillo responding that 

only those documents that were in the ―public forum‖ would 

be available generally.  He added that the case of Weaver’s 

Cove is negatively impacted when the firm is not forthcoming 

with requested information. 

 

Councilman Barboza suggested that Rep. Raymond E. Gallison, 

Jr. may be in receipt of certain documents that could 

possibly be of use to Mr. Tamaro. 

 

Council Chairman Marshall noted that the cryogenic pipe at 

the Weaver’s Cove project, if built, will be the longest one 

of its kind. 

 

Councilman Herreshoff stated that he has some acquaintances 

at Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) who may be 

willing to assist. 

 

Mr. Tamaro suggested that the first question posted to the 

Weaver’s Cove representatives should enquire as to when they 

plan to release the details of their plans so that these may 

be scrutinized.
