1.1 Teaching and Learning: 
 
 6.1.1 Antarctica Research Project Presentation:  Elizabeth Gibbs.   

Superintendent of Schools Dr. Mary C. Canole introduced Thompson 
Middle School Grade 7 Science Teacher Elizabeth Gibbs.  Ms. Gibbs 
presented excerpts of her recent trip to Antarctica where she 
participated in a field research experience funded through the National 
Science Foundation Office of Polar Programs and the ARMADA Project 
this past October, 2004, via a PowerPoint Presentation.  Superintendent 
of Schools Dr. Mary C. Canole commended Elizabeth Gibbs on the 
research she was able to bring back to her students.   

 
 6.1.2 Newport Public Education Foundation:  “A Community Call to 

Action”.  Superintendent of Schools Dr. Mary C. Canole and Newport 
Public Education Foundation President David Wixted updated the 
Committee on the recent Leadership Breakfast co-sponsored by 
Newport Hospital and its Chief Executive Officer Arthur J. Sampson, 
and Newport Public Schools and its Superintendent Dr. Mary C. Canole 
held on Tuesday, December 7, 2004.  They stated that an upcoming 
community forum entitled:  “A Community Call to Action for the Newport 
Public Schools” would take place on January 31, 2005, and that leaders 
in the community met for the Breakfast to discuss how they can help 
leverage the participation of key community members to engage the 
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community in creating a commitment to work in partnership and share 
resources for improving public education.  They defined the community 
engagement process as a way to create a community-wide collaborative 
effort to craft solutions, bridge divisions, and focus community resources 
in improving the performance of all students in the Newport Public 
Schools.  Mr. Wixted stated that this idea stemmed from the Newport 
Public Education’s Business Plan and the Newport Public Schools’ 
Strategic Plan, which focused on the need to promote outreach through 
community leaders and to see if they would partner with the public 
education system and cited the Durham, North Carolina, School 
District’s case study, which exercised such an effort.  Dr. Canole stated 
that Arthur Sampson partnered with Newport Public Schools to offer his 
expertise in a similar approach that the Hospital used when it had 
experienced a low point in its delivery of services and poor publicity as a 
result of a lawsuit several years ago.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Carlin 
voiced his strong support for this concept given the need to acquire 
strong support in the community to keep the public schools flourishing 
and competitive with the private sector schools.

6.2.1 Aquidneck Island School Committee Improvement Network 
(AISCIN).    As stated by Superintendent of Schools Dr. Mary C. Canole, 
there was no new business to report to the Committee at this time.  She 
did state, however, that participants who attended this past Saturday’s 
Workshop sponsored by the Rhode Island Association of School  
Committees requested that the work of the Aquidneck Island School 
Committee Improvement Network should keep going.

Gaines reviewed with the Committee the work to date of the Rhode 
Island Association of School Committees. She indicated that the 
Orientation Training Session held this past Saturday, December 11, 
2004, for current and newly elected School Committee Members on 
their Roles and Responsibilities was very well attended.  Mrs. Gaines 
stated that Dr. Canole and she served on Saturday’s Panel and that the 
evaluation results received from participants were so well received that 
that future Workshops of this type were requested.

At the request of Vice Chairperson Robert J. Leary, Business 
Manager Bruce Alexander requested Special Education Director Linda Martin 
to review with the Committee the Special Education Out-of-District Tuitions as 
part of the Expenditure and Revenue Reports.  Ms. Martin distributed and 
reviewed projections to date of the Special Education:  Out-of-District Tuitions 
to the Committee relative to the number of students, placements, enrollment 
dates, exit dates, and projected expenditures.  Discussion followed.  At the 
request of Vice Chairperson Robert J. Leary, he stated that necessary line item 
adjustments must be made to balance the budget and requested that an Action 
and/or Discussion Item be placed on the Committee’s next Meeting Agenda to 
establish a Subcommittee for this purpose.  At the request of Chairperson 
David S. Gordon, Business Manager Bruce Alexander spoke to local school 
revenues.  At the request of Committee Member David R. Carlin, Mr. 
Alexander stated that tuitions are billed after services are rendered.  
Chairperson David S. Gordon stated that the School Department is in a severe 
budget crisis and read aloud his Cost Reduction Plan to the Committee.  
Discussion continued.  Mr. Carlin made a motion to include Chairperson David 
S. Gordon’s Cost Reduction Plan as part of the Minutes of this evening.  Mr. 
Phelan seconded the motion, which carried unanimously (7-0).  At the request 
of Vice Chairperson Robert J. Leary, Assistant Superintendent of Schools Dr. 
Robert B. Power stated that the Committee would be receiving their next 
School Enrollment Report at the Committee’s January meeting.

Discussion followed.  Mr. DeAscentis made a motion to establish the Newport

He stated that this meeting was a 
dinner of recognition and working meeting to bring closure to the Project. 
 
Superintendent of Schools Dr. Mary C. Canole stated that the following motions 
were passed by the Advisory Task Force and Budget Advisory Subcommittee 
and forwarded to the School Committee for approval.  Dr. Canole reviewed, in 
detail, each of the following motions:
