Spengler supports the contract extension and feels that locking in at
this rate is a good idea. Ocean State provides clean, well maintained
busses.

Miss DiPalma said that the longer we wait, the more it will cost, but

would like to see if we are violating any Town policy.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORTS

*CURRICULUM — The K-12 Social Studies Curriculum was completed
today. The School Committee will be asked to approve the
curriculum at an upcoming meeting. There is currently work to
overlap the K-8 Social Studies Curriculum with the ELA Curriculum.
The ACCESS for English Language Learners test results were

released.

*FINANCIAL — School lunch figures were released. Ending the month
of April there was a $3,008.70 profit. The Town has appropriated
$93,000 for PA systems so the June budget will reflect that in the
year-to-date budget report. The Funding Formula has been released.
There was a gain of $12,154, or $12,154 less of a reduction. There has

been no change in free/reduced lunch.

There was discussion regarding how to reduce the budget. Mrs.



Spengler said we need to wait until we receive all the data and the
bottom line from the Town.
