MR . FUSARO : Annual report, Board of

Engineers, Westerly Fire District, August 27, 2014 .
The Board of Engineers of the Westerly Fire
District respectfully submits the following annual
report to the eligible voters of the Westerly Fire
District for the period August 1, 2013, to July 31,
2014 .

During the year, the Westerly Fire

the

Department responded to 611 alarms, a decrease of
120 alarms over the previous year's total . There
were 53 fires in structures with a total property
damage of $936,000 . The largest amount of property
damage was attributed to structure fires at 45
Granite Street and the Lombardo Building, 39-39
High Street . The Board of Engineers would like to
acknowledge the actions and the contributions of
the 46 men and women of the Westerly Fire
Department during the structure fire at the
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Lombardo Building on June 22, 2014 . During this

fire, three people were rescued over ladders after

being trapped by smoke in their third floor

apartments . These members, along with our mutual



aid partners, performed with a spirit of dedication
and service in hazardous conditions to protect and
aid the citizens of the Westerly Fire District .

The Board of Engineers recognizes the

extensive amount of time the firefighters of
Westerly spend on training . The Westerly Fire
Department continues to be one of the best trained
groups of firefighters in our state . Currently,

over 90 percent of the department is certified as
Firefighter | or higher . This past year, seven
members completed the Fire Instructor course, three
of those members completed the Life Fire
certification . Additionally, two members completed
the Firefighter Il course..

Over the past year, the Board of Engineers
continued to make capital improvements to Stations
| and Il at 7 Union Street and 180 Beach Street .
Over the course of the year, new energy efficient
windows and vinyl siding were installed at two
stations . Also at Station 2, repairs were made to
the sewer line and landscaping was done . Station 1
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and 2 both received now electronic entry systems .

The Board of Engineers would like to thank

all committee members, company line officers, and

staff officers of the various companies for their



dedication to our community . This dedication was
evident at the major incidents where the average
number of firefighters was 46 .

In conclusion, the Board of Engineers

would like to acknowledge and thank the members of
the Westerly Fire District for their dedication and
support during the past year . Without the efforts
of these men and women, the Westerly Fire District
would not have the success that it has experienced
this year .
