Mr. Holland stated that the vinyl shingles will be Everest in color and

have a wood grain look.  Samples were brought to the meeting so

committee members could view.  Adding vinyl siding will help soften

the look of the building.  A four (4) foot vinyl fence will go around the

air condition unit outside.  Blocking in of soffit. The Bank of America

sign will be taken down temporarily.  Committee members stated that

a vinyl board should be added to the siding to hold the letters for the

sign.  Committee members also expressed their concern of the

Federal Express box that is located in the front of the building.

Committee members would like it moved to the side of the building

closest to the parking lot.  Mr. Holland stated that he will address this

issue with Bank of America.

Examples of walls that need re-pointing are the ones located at

the horseshoe dam.  Barbara S. Stetson asked that all storm drains

be fixed.

GENERAL DISCUSSION

Barbara S. Stetson asked about the status of the beer garden located

at Bentley’s Tavern.  Chairman Robert S. Knox informed the

committee members that the Town Council members approved it. 



Chairman Knox told the members that he asked if the request for the

beer garden ever went to the Zoning Board, due to the fact at a

previous zoning meeting Bentley’s was approved as a tavern and no

alcohol could be served outside.  The Town Council never questioned

the Zoning Board regarding this matter.
