Mr. Steere called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM.  
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:  The minutes do not 
include Chairman Steere on the committee to look into the dispatch issues.  They 
need to be amended to reflect this.  
MOTION 10-12-1: Mr. Boisvert moves to amend the minutes to include Mr. 
Steere on the committee, and accept the minutes as amended. Mr. Ciccone 
seconds.  All in favor.  Motion carries. 
 
COMMITTEES & REPORTS: 
BUILDING COMMITTEE REPORT: DC Pinch reports that the survey work on 
stations 7 and 8 is complete, and has been submitted to the architect and 
engineer.  The architect will start the design work for the addition to station 8 as 
soon as he can get the information for tying in the addition from the structural 
engineer.  The only other thing we need is the information from the Boy Scouts 
regarding the property. 
  
NEW BUSINESS: 
PROCEDURE FOR USE OF TRAINING GROUND BY OUTSIDE COMPANIES:  
Chief Perry would like to change the procedure to have outside companies that 
cannot afford to pay the fee meet with him, and he in turn will meet with 
Chairman Steere, instead of discussing the matter in open meeting.  Discussion 
ensued.  Ms. Hogan cautioned the Board that use of the training grounds has 
zoning restrictions attached to it in regard to outside companies. 
MOTION 10-12-2: Mr. McClarnon moves to leave it to the discretion of the Chief 
to make decisions regarding the use of the training facility, and to discuss his 
decisions with the Chairman, with a memo to the full Board.  Mr. Ciccone 
seconds.  All in favor.  Motion carries. 
 
APPROVE PURCHASE OF HELMETS AND GOGGLES:  
MOTION 10-12-3: Mr. McClarnon moves to award the purchase to Firematic as 
low quote for $1302.00, in accordance with the purchasing policy.  All in favor.  
Motion carries. 
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APPROVE PURCHASE OF ICE MACHINE: Chief Perry recommends JF Kenney 
as low quote, for $2185.00.  He would also like to have $2500.00 from the FEMA 
funds for plumbing and electrical costs to install the machine. 
MOTION 10-12-4: Mr. McClarnon moves to approve the purchase from JF 
Kenney Distributors as low quote, according to the purchasing policy.  Mr. White 
seconds.  All in favor.  Motion carries. 
 
APPROVE SOG UPDATES:  
MOTION 10-12-5: Mr. Boisvert moves to approve the “Radio Usage” SOG.  Mr. 
McClarnon seconds.  All in favor.  Motion carries. 
 
APPROVE PURCHASE OF CONFINED SPACE EQUIPMENT:   
MOTION 10-12-6: Mr. Boisvert moves to approve purchase of the equipment 
from Shipman’s, as low quote, for $1741.90.  Mr. McClarnon seconds.  All in 
favor.  Motion carries. 
 
APPROVE PURCHASE OF BOOKS FOR HAZMAT CLASS:   Chief Perry 
explains that the books were needed for a class that starts next week, and he 
was not made aware of the need until this week.  He got approval from Chairman 
Steere to order the books. 
MOTION 10-12-7: Mr. Boisvert moves to approve the purchase from Ct. Fire 
Academy for $2747.32.  Mr. Ciccone seconds.  All in favor.  Motion carries. 
 
APPROVE PURCHASE OF BLACK BOX NETWORK EXTENDER:  
MOTION 10-12-8: Mr. McClarnon moves to approve the purchase from Black 
Box for $1779.95, to come from the computer budget. Mr. Boisvert seconds.  All 
in favor.  Motion carries.  
 
FIRE PREVENTION PROGRAM ENHANCEMENTS: Chris Hiener reports that he 
attended the conference for fire prevention for older adults.  It was a good 
program and he has a lot more to offer to senior citizens now.  He has been 
researching new ways to present fire prevention to kids, and wants to get a dog 
to help with his presentations.  Discussion.  He will get more information, and 
present it to the Board. 
 
DISCUSS DISTRICT WEBSITE: DC Pinch wants to upgrade the website.  He 
has obtained quotes. 
MOTION 10-12-9: Mr. Boisvert moves to approve the upgrade by Dave Counts, 
for $1350.00, to come from the recruitment account.  Mr. McClarnon seconds.  
All in favor.  Motion carries. 
 
INTRODUCE NEW UFD FLAG: DC Collinson shows two designs to the Board, 
as well as a design for a challenge coin, for informational purposes only. 
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PRESENTATION FROM COLOR GUARD: This is to be tabled until the next 
meeting. 
 
COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS/FIREFIGHTERS:

MOTION 10-12-10: Mr. McClarnon moves to convene in executive session 
pursuant to RIGL 42-46-5(a)(5) to discuss possible acquisition of easement in 
real property.  Mr. White seconds. All in favor.  Motion carries.

Mr. Ciccone moves to adjourn.  Mr. Boisvert seconds.  All in favor.  Meeting 
adjourned at 8:04 PM.
