Agenda Items

1.	Minutes of Previous Meeting.  

The Minutes of the February 10, 2016 Meeting were approved. The

March meeting was cancelled because of lack of a quorum.

 

2.   Treasurer’s Report

Jennifer Theroux reviewed the operations budget vs. actual report for

the first 9 months of the fiscal year and the monthly report for March.

Expenses are generally close to budget.



3.   Union Public Library Association  

Gayle Lawrence reported that Union has established knitting classes

on Tuesdays from 1 to 3 PM. The issues identified by the Fire

Marshall before the last meeting have now been addressed. A matter

uncovered in that inspection, the nature of the monitoring service

now that the phones are internet-based, remains to be determined.

4.   Friends of the Tiverton Library   

Kathy Gallagher reported that as of the Annual Meeting there are 198

members and that a pass has been purchased for the Coggeshall

Farm Museum. It will allow free admission for up to 4 persons. The

Annual Book Sale will be held at the Library on June 25, and the

Friends are still looking for a location to do the book sorting. At the

April 12 state meeting of the RI Coalition of Library Advocates at the

Statehouse, the Friends of the Tiverton Libraries received a

Community Services Award for multiple programs. 

5.  Foundation

Plans are in place for the 2016 "Midnight in Paris" Library Gala on

April 30. In response to a request from the organizing committee, the

Trustees voted to close the Library (except for the drive-up window

services) at noon on the 30th so preparations can be completed. 



6.   New Building 

Lee reported that Church Community Housing has not taken any

action to obtain town Zoning Board of Appeals approval for having a

Sandywoods Center for the Arts sign incorporated in the library sign

at the corner of Bulgarmarsh and Roosevelt Ave. The Trustees voted

to proceed with ordering a sign for that corner, with the

understanding that the additional component may be added later.

Work on the sidewalk along Bulgarmarsh has begun, and should be

complete next week. 

7.  Director’s Report.

Prudence Fallon provided information about library activities,

including preparations for RI Library Day on April 16. She noted that

the CPR classes have been successful, with 25 in attendance. 

8.  Old Business

The Budget Committee budget for 2016-2017 has not yet been

announced, so it is not yet sure what they recommended. The

Financial Town Referendum will be on Saturday, May 21, and the

Public Hearing on the budget (and any petitioner's budget proposals)

will be held on Thursday, May 5 at 7 PM at the Middle School.

9.  New Business

Jennifer Theroux reported that with the new Library building, there is

no longer a need to maintain a bank Safety Deposit Box. The Trustees

voted to close the bank box and bring the materials to the Library.



Lee Hoyer noted that the History Room Display was temporarily

empty, and initiated a discussion of the use of that room. To date, the

many demands on staff time have limited the development of

programs for that room, and there has been no communication with

the Tiverton Historical Society. Possible ways to increase community

involvement were discussed.

Jennifer Theroux noted that she has resigned from the Library Board

of Trustees. She was thanked for her many years service as member

and Treasurer, and it was announced that Kenneth Hartlaub's

application for appointment as a Trustee will be considered at the

next Town Council meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 8:20 PM.
