Councilor Perry noted the Overtime shown differently in the Police Department report, questioned not seeing 

overtime in the Fire Department report. Town Administrator Wojcik explained there are strict rules for OT in the 

Fire Dept. 

 

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Approve CA9, Police and Fire 

Department Overtime Report for June. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

B-PUBLIC HEARINGS & PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS:  

    PUBLIC PRESENTATION 

  

1. Public Hearing for Proposed Amendment to Tiverton Sign Regulation, Article XII – Section 5 – Legal 

Nonconforming Signs    a.Planning Board Recommendation 

Trish Hilton, Conservation Commission, explained recommendation from the Planning Board was positive to go 

forward with an amendment that would allow existing gas stations to replace signs to use LED for price displays. 

Councilor Sousa questioned why this was the only item, why not all non-conforming signs to make existing signs 

conforming. Does not support, will not vote for this band aid approach. Ms. Hilton noted the restriction on 

internally illuminated LED signs for gas stations. Prices change frequently; need to be able to change prices 

remotely. It is more energy efficient, does not involve mercury, eliminates a safety risk in bad weather. The Town 

only has 6 gas stations, through research found 12 inch height for the character pricing would be more than 

accurate. President deMedeiros thanked Ms. Hilton for taking the lead, opened the hearing to comments from the 

public. Councilor Pelletier suggested a definition of LED might be helpful in the base ordinance so it’s clear. 

 

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor P. Mello to Amend the Tiverton Sign 

Regulations, Section 5 – Legal nonconforming signs subject to one modification to just define LED somewhere 

in the text. Motion passed on a vote of 6-1, Councilor Sousa opposed.  

 

2. Barbara Pelletier – Update on Tourism/Discover Newport 

Mrs. Pelletier, local representative to Discover Newport recently attended a meeting regarding the State 

campaign on tourism. More emphasis will be placed on collecting taxes from bed and breakfasts (B&B’s) and 

short term rentals. Air B&B’s are now being taxed, returns to the State, then remits to the town. Suggested having 
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an additional town website like a town crier. Noted the Arts reception this Sunday from 2-4, theme is pets. Will 

have a daschund dash and a canvas with paw prints, hope to put somewhere in a Town building. Gave the $150 

budget balance to Recreation, will be having a second round of Where in Tiverton.  

 

General Auto Recycling, Inc. - Junkyard and Second Hand Dealer November 2014 License Renewal 

Extension to Expire July 13, 2015  

Robin Mayne, Attorney for the applicant Chris Petropoulos and Mike Russell, consulting engineer for the 

applicant appeared before the Council on the license renewal extension for General Auto Recycling. Ms. Mayne 

updated the Council on the applicant’s efforts as this license extension expires today. The owner has put up 

temporary boundary lines, stakes with flags for demarcation. Have had difficulty in getting a survey because of 

the GPS coordinates. Mr. Russell has been working on the soil erosion issue with the Town’s engineers. Had 

difficulty engaging a wetlands biologist due to the wet winter. Scott Gardener will do the wetlands survey. 

Looking to set the line work and subsequent engineering drawings.  With respect to the soil erosion, have set up 

barriers, not having vehicles or equipment stored in that area; covered with crushed shells, a good surface cover 

to slow down surface runoff. Mr. Russell has spoken to DEM, they have taken this under advisement, have not 

visited the site, are extremely busy at this time. They have not issued correspondence to the owner, was advised 

to follow the Town’s direction. Ms. Mayne explained the third item with this license was the RIPDES issue, 

could not give a time frame for when RIDEM will act. Here to ask for the license to be extended to November 

30th, 60-90 days may not be sufficient to meet with DEM. A 90 day extension would bring this to October, 

reasonable to ask for the license to be extended to November 30. Will inform the Solicitors of the progress on a 

periodic basis. Administrator Wojcik suggested communicating with Neil Hall, Code Enforcement Officer and 

the Solicitor. Solicitor Federico has spoken to Mr. Hall fairly regularly, explained Council has two options, to 

grant the extension or deny the license. Have seen a good faith effort on the part of the applicant, the information 

regarding the state agencies makes sense to extend the license. Administrator Wojcik noted the primary purpose 

was to be in compliance, not punishment. Goal is to see the business come into compliance, if not can have a 

show cause hearing. Councilor Pelletier preferred to have weekly updates with copies to the Building official and 

the Solicitor.  

 

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Sousa to Extend the Junkyard and Second 

Hand Dealer License for General Auto Recycling, Inc. to November 2015 subject to a continued effort in 

complying with the three licensing conditions and a weekly update to Building/Zoning and Town Council. 

Solicitor Federico clarified the copy should go to the Town Clerk; Ms. Mayne will copy the Solicitor also.  

Motion passed 5-2.  Councilors Perry and Mello opposed.

Commended all the members of the EDC. Seconded by Councilor Sousa, passed unanimously.

Mr. Anderson was seeking reappointment, would like to continue being involved in the many projects and 

improving the Town’s coastal resources with this dedicated group. 

 

 Councilor Perry made a motion, seconded by Councilor Pelletier to Reappoint Steven Anderson to the 

Harbor & Coastal Waters Management Commission for a two year term to 7/15/2017. Motion passed 

unanimously.

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Reappoint Charles E. Lawrence to a 

two year term to 7/15/2017 to the Harbor & Coastal Waters Management Commission.

Councilor 

Pelletier, liaison to the Commission recognized this active commission. Thanked them for all they do, is a very 

important advisory committee to the Council. This group is well qualified and dedicated. Motion passed 

unanimously.

three year term to 10/15/2018 to the Library Board of Trustees. Motion passed unanimously.

President deMedeiros explained the Clerk has received 4 more applications to be on the Planning Board since the 

last Council meeting, President deMedeiros noted some of the people on this current list could not come to this 

meeting. Suggested interviewing those who were in attendance and continuing this to the next agenda.  

 

Carol Guimond, seeking reappointment, Realtor for over 30 years, believed in a balance for residential and 

commercial. President deMedeiros noted Mr. Cottrell notified the Clerk’s office he would be unable to attend 

tonight, Ms. Eva will be late, had a previous commitment and Mr. Moran was ill. Town Clerk Mello clarified will 

be putting these names on the next agenda as well as the other four received. Council has not received any 

backup about the newest applicants.  

 

President deMedeiros read the resignation letter from Stephen J. Hughes, Planning Board Chair. President 

deMedeiros thanked Mr. Hughes for serving, not easy being a member of this board, not easy to be Chair. This 

last year was very trying, Mr. Hughes has met the challenge very well. 

 

 President deMedeiros as part of a motion accepted with regret the Resignation of Stephen Hughes. 

Councilor Pelletier seconded, Councilor Sousa noted Mr. Hughes has served on the Comprehensive Plan 

Committee for 6 years, thanked him for his years of service. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

Town Clerk Mello requested clarification; past practice has been to accept appointment requests until the date the 

agenda closes or if the Council elects to set a date. President deMedeiros agreed should accept until the close of 

business on Monday.

 Councilor Lambert made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Appoint George Alzaibak to the First 

Alternate position. Councilor Pelletier would like to speak to Mr. Doucet, Councilor Chabot agreed. Councilor 

Lambert, in order to avoid any prejudice withdrew the motion. President deMedeiros noted this would be 

continued to the next meeting. 

 

At this time the Council interviewed Rosemary Eva. Ms. Eva has served on the Planning Board and various 

committees, is an advocate of what the Town is all about, community, the Comp Plan, Zoning and Planning. 

Goes by the rules and regulations, is not against development. President deMedeiros noted this would be 

continued to the next meeting.  
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E-UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

1. Recommendation of Planning Board Regarding Simultaneous Applications for Special Use Permit and 

Dimensional Variance 

President deMedeiros explained a letter was received from Kate Michaud, Planning Board Administrative 

Officer. The Planning Board did revisit, recommendation remained the same regarding Simultaneous 

Applications for Special Use Permit and Dimensional Variance. Solicitor Federico explained Councilor P. Mello 

requested research for provisions in the local ordinance if this could be limited to specific zoning districts. 

Solicitor Federico affirmed it could, there are a number of instances where this is allowed. Cited RIGL 45-24-42 

(c), provides for an applicant to apply for a special use permit in conjunction with a dimensional variance. Cited 

several court decisions including some brought against the Zoning Board in Narragansett. Councilor P. Mello 

suggested having a workshop on this item with Planning, Conservation, Zoning and the public. Solicitor Federico 

will research other municipalities. Councilor Pelletier preferred to schedule a public hearing with the 

recommendation of the Planning Board for this amendment. People can comment at that time, this issue has been 

going on for several years, needs to be addressed.  

 

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Chabot to schedule a Public Hearing at the 

earliest opportunity, convenience of the Clerk taking the recommendations of the Planning Board on 

Simultaneous Applications for Special Use Permit and Dimensional Variance. Discussion followed, President 

deMedeiros opined could be possible to schedule a workshop before the public hearing. Councilor Pelletier 

wanted to get this moving. Councilor P. Mello noted at the last Planning Board meeting there was no 

representation from Counsel, no Town attorney. Solicitor Federico discussed with Administrator Wojcik the 

Comp Plan meetings don’t always require a Solicitor. Councilor Pelletier affirmed with Solicitor Federico when 

this was discussed at the Planning Board meeting Counsel was in attendance. Town Clerk Mello explained would 

not be able to advertise before August 24. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

Councilor Pelletier suggested the Land Use Procedural Improvements Committee (LUPI) may be a good venue to 

also have conversations about this item.

Town Administrator – Request Approval of Amendment to Contract for Part Time Municipal Court 

Clerk Eugene Gauthier - Salary Increase of 2% to $14.91 Per Hour Effective July 1, 2015 to June 30, 2016 

Administrator Wojcik explained Mr. Gauthier is a long term employee, only works 12 hours per week. 

Collaborated with the Town Clerk on an employee review. Mr. Gauthier received the highest rating; recommend 

the amendment to this contract. 

 

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Approve the Amendment to Contract 

for Part Time Municipal Court Clerk Eugene Gauthier, Salary Increase of 2% to $14.91 Per Hour Effective July 

1, 2015 to June 30, 2016, subject to the Contract Agreement. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

H-BIDS AND REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS: 

1. Chief Blakey – Request Authorization to Advertise Bids to Purchase Two New Police Vehicles 

In the absence of Chief Blakey, Administrator Wojcik explained the Chief has a process to go out to bid every 

two years to keep replacing cruisers. The used ones are recycled depending on the condition. Councilor Sousa 

questioned the condition of the secondary fleet and the number of Town vehicles. T/A Wojcik explained those 

that are still usable are being recycled; will check. 

 

 Councilor Perry made a motion, seconded by Councilor Pelletier to Authorize Chief Blakey to Advertise 

Bids to Purchase Two New Police Vehicles. Motion passed unanimously.  
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H-1-OPEN PUBLIC FORUM FOR ANNOUCEMENTS, COMMENTS, QUESTIONS: 

There was no sign up sheet when Roger Lord, Audet Street, arrived at the meeting, President deMedeiros, 

without objection allowed Mr. Lord the opportunity to address the Council. Mr. Lord spoke in opposition to one 

of the applicants to the Planning Board, Jonathan Cottrell. According to Article 10, Section 1001 of the Charter 

qualifications for board members include he/she must be an elector of the Town. Mr. Cottrell’s application lists 

an address of 35 Main Road, strong reason to doubt that. Checked with the Tax Assessor’s office, that address is 

listed as a retail business with zero occupants, zero full baths and zero half baths. Based on a number of phone 

calls have reason to believe Mr. Cottrell lives in Swansea. Object to his being considered for the Planning Board, 

urge the Council to investigate further. President deMedeiros noted the Council will take under consideration.  

 

I-TOWN ADMINISTRATOR ITEMS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

1. Approval of Resolutions Regarding Pension Litigation Settlement 

a.MERS General Employer Reserve 3033 

b.MERS General Employer Reserve 3077  

c.MERS Police/Fire Employer Reserve 4077 

Administrator Wojcik explained a settlement agreement was reached regarding Pension Litigation with most of 

the major plaintiffs. The General Assembly (GA) enacted the legislation, the Governor has signed now the cities 

and towns have the option of re-amortizing the pension obligation over 25 years or keeping the current schedule 

of 21 years. The GA requires the policy decision making body to approve the resolutions. Administrator Wojcik 

recommended sticking to the 21 year schedule, would cost more over the 25 years, looked at this with Treasurer 

Saurette. It would cost the Town $670k more over the 25 year period than sticking to the 21 years. All three 

pension funds in control of the Town are very well funded. The Treasurer and T/A recommended staying with the 

21 year amortization. Town Clerk Mello noted a vote would be needed on each resolution. 

 

 Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Approve the Resolution regarding 

Pension Litigation Settlement MERS General Employer Reserve 3033 as drafted. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Approve the Resolution regarding 

Pension Litigation Settlement MERS General Employer Reserve 3077 as drafted. Motion passed unanimously 

 

Councilor Pelletier made a motion, seconded by Councilor Perry to Approve the Resolution regarding Pension 

Litigation Settlement MERS Police/Fire Employer Reserve 4077. Motion passed unanimously.

J-COUNCIL ANNOUNCEMENTS, COMMENTS AND QUESTIONS: 

Councilor Perry cleared up a misconception that happened to him over the weekend. Had a well-respected 

contractor put in 7 replacement windows, was told did not need a permit. Received calls, people taking pictures 

of the house, just in case pulled a permit. Came to find out did not need one according to RI permit 105. 

Councilor Sousa suggested people bury the hatchet, time to get along. Councilor Pelletier noted the LUPI 

committee has been talking about creating a list on the website of for simple items. Councilor Sousa questioned if 

Nanaquaket Bridge belonged to the Town. DPW Director Berlucchi explained it belongs to the State, was 

inspected today, have not heard about the result.  

 

K-TOWN SOLICITOR – ITEMS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

There were no Solicitor items or announcements. 

 

L-TOWN CLERK ITEMS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

1. Tiverton School Department Request for Joint Meeting with Town Council and Budget Committee 

President deMedeiros received a letter from Superintendent William Rearick requesting a joint meeting with the 

Council and Budget Committee to review finding of the Facilities Committee. Town Clerk Mello opined October 

may be the month to have this meeting. President deMedeiros noted upcoming meetings include the Carpionato 
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hearing and meetings with Twin River on the proposed casino. Town Clerk Mello will see about August, fifth 

Monday’s of the month are held for workshops. Will bring back on the agenda.  

 

2. Open Government Summit at Roger Williams University School July 31, 2015 

Town Clerk Mello reminded the Council about the Open Government Summit, Town Clerk is required to attend. 

Need to reserve seating. Solicitor Federico encouraged the Councilors to attend, were many changes in the past 

year relative to public officials. Councilor P. Mello attended the last one, found it highly informative.  

 

Town Clerk Mello had emailed the Council with potential dates for Twin River meetings. Will post as workshops 

if the Council is attending, some meetings will be repetitious; need to get back to Attorney Russo with potential 

dates.  

 

Town Clerk Mello noted a portable sound system was purchased at the end of June saving money on the rental. 

Dave Robert has been working on Council sound system to repair; originally thought cost would be $2-3k, found 

out it will be much higher. Can get two other quotes unless looking for a new system. President deMedeiros 

suggested getting quotes. 

 

Councilor Chabot questioned if the Council would be receiving anything else for the continued public hearing on 

the Comp Plan changes. Town Clerk Mello explained there were some proposed amendments received this 

afternoon along with letters to Councilors. Letters are given as FYI if it has been forwarded or received by the 

Clerk. Councilor Pelletier recalled some people handing proposed amendments to the Clerk. Town Clerk will 

provide copies to the Council.
