FY 2005-06 Financial Report - Dr. Forbes reported that the 2005-06
financial report closes out

the fiscal year; the last page indicates a balance of $20,083.01 of
unspent funds. Through the leadership of the prior Superintendent,
budget staff and School Committee, the number came in with a small
positive balance. Mr. Gouveia commented that through the work of
Mr. Vinhateiro, Mr. Capron, Dr. Hilton and Dr. Forbes, the budget has
been right on target over the last three years. The School Department
has been accountable and he appreciated all efforts for a job well

done.

Mr. Faria asked if the balance is a solid number or will anything else
come up. Mrs. Morris asked if all bills were up to date. Mr. Gouveia
related that the last bill list he signed was for checks going out for
May bills; he has been trying for three years to change the manner in

The School Committee Chair commented that Mr. Carvalho has been
the most successful coach ever; however, he is admired for not only
being a teacher of young people, but for teaching morals first and
being a coach second. Mrs. Morris was saddened by Mr. Carvalho’s
retirement, because he is a dear friend to the students, a great

teacher and a coach who will be sadly missed.

Facilities Update — Mr. Mutter reported that the curbing project at the
Career School had been completed along with boiler repairs at the
high school. Also, the maintenance checked out all lighting at the

schools to be used for polling places.

Dr. Hilton requested that the School Committee approve a “Request
for Proposals for Design-Build Services” as follows: “The East
Providence School District intends to hire a design/build team and
construct the following projects: Item #1- The heating plant and

distribution system including steam traps and condensate system at



East Providence High School. All new burners shall be able to burn
both #4 fuel and natural gas; Item #2 — Replacement of the generator
for emergency back up for the East Providence High School; Item #3
— A projection of energy savings related to this project (in heating
units not dollars) shall accompany the bid documents; Item #4 —
Removal of all asbestos from all work locations. A motion was made
by Mr. Faria to approve, seconded by Mrs. Lovett. Mr. Gouveia
related that during the term of the prior City Manager, the high school
boiler was part of the City’s five year plan and originally scheduled
for replacement in 2009-10. The issue was moved forward to 2007
and the cost fell back on the school department, even though the City
budget has the high school listed for $1.5 million. Some

reimbursement will be provided by the state. All voted in favor, 5-0.

Requests for Home Schooling — Mr. Rodericks requested approval of
the requests. A motion was made by Mrs. Morris, seconded by Mr.
Medeiros. Vote 5-0.

Field Trip Request — Mr. Frank DeVall, Principal of Martin Middle
requested approval of two field trips: 5th Annual 8th Grade
Adventure Bound class tip on June 13-14, 2007 and two NH ski trips
(dates to be announced later). A motion was made by Mrs. Morris,

seconded by Mr. Medeiros and Mrs. Lovett. Vote 5-0.

Dr. Forbes recommended the appointment of Mr. Peter G. Barilla, Jr.

to the position of Director of Buildings and Grounds. A motion was

Whiteknact School Courtyard Project — Dr. Forbes related that
although the courtyard project had already been approved and was in
progress, the mural part of the project requires that it be attached to
the building. Mr. Mutter described how the mural would be hung and
commended all of the people involved, particularly the Rl Resource
and Recovery (provided two new steel doors and two additional fire
alarm light strobes), the URI master gardeners, Principal Linda Succi,
who was very instrumental in helping to get the project started, and
Mr. Klabouch, a very talented school volunteer and member of the
school mentoring program. Mr. Mutter related that the project had

been approved by the Fire Department. A motion was made by Mr.



Medeiros to approve the mural phase of the project, seconded by Mr.
Faria. Mr. Medeiros would like Ms. Succi to come to the next meeting
to talk about the educational aspect of the courtyard. Mr. Faria
encouraged everyone to go to see it as it is a beautiful project. Vote:
