FY 2009 SEMAP Score from HUD

The Executive Director stated that the Section 8 Department has

again, for the 7th year in a row, been designated a High Performer by

HUD with a SEMAP (Section Eight Management Assessment

Program) score of over 100%.

HUD Inspections

The Executive Director stated that HUD inspections at some of the

developments have been completed with very good results.  Manton

Heights which in the past has had scores in the 60’s has achieved a

score of 82% this year, thanks to the hard work of manager Monique

Hazard, foreman Ed Patriarca, and their staff.

Report: Subsidy Cost Difference (100% VS 88%)

The Executive Director stated that the difference between receiving

100% of our HUD subsidy, and the 88% of the subsidy that was

received last year, is $1.4 million.

Capital Fund Program/CFFP/Energy Performance Contract

The Executive Director stated that all of our current projects are



proceeding on schedule and that more specific information would be

provided later in the Annual Report Slide Show.

Groundworks Graduation

The Executive Director stated that over 30 participants, half of them

PHA residents, will graduate from the Groundwork Providence

program this Friday.  The program has been training participants to

work in the sustainable landscaping field, with classes held at the

Chad Brown development. The Executive Director will be a speaker at

the graduation.
